This report documents survey efforts undertaken at the direction of the
Daputy Chief of Staff for Parsonnel, Department of the Army. Four spaecific
requests were included in the general research requirement givaen ARI for the
collection of information useful to policy makers in the management of the
success of current recruiting efforts (Memorandum for Directors, ODCSPER,
dated 16 Apr 32, Subjact: Directors' Meeting - 16 April 1982; and letter
(DAPE-2BR), dated 28 Apr 32, Subject: Managing Success). The specific
requests were!

o Determine who is enlisting in tha Army and why.
o Who are the Category I-IIIa's, where do thaey come from?

o Conduct attitude survey to determine why recent raecruits joined
and their propensity to remain in the servicae.

o What recruiting practices/advertising are proving the most
successful and why?

The 1982 DA Survaey of Personnel Entering the Army was developed to answer
these and other questions concerning the demographics and enlistmaent
motivations of new Army recruits. Military personnel planners require such
information to monitor current recruiting strategies and to forecast future
anlistment and reenlistment trends.

This report addresses the general theme of the questions posed by the
Office of the Army Daeputy Chief of Staff for Personnel. This report and the
companion Volume 2 are intended to serve as references for Army manpower
analysis.

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INTRODUCTION

The 1982 DA Survey of Paersonnel Entering the Army was developed to answer
questions concerning the demographics and enlistment motivations of new Army
recruits, Military personnel planners raquire such information to monitor
currant recruiting strategies and to forecast futura enlistment and
reenlistment resource needs. While there is an apparent need for such
information on a regular and timely basis, we know of no effort to collect |
general information on enlistmaent decision making since the DoD Survey of
Personnel Entering the Military was last administered in 1979. See Boesel &
Richards (1982) for a review of major surveys on enlistment motivation since
the end of the draft.

Military recruiting in the 1980's is dramatically changed from military
raecruiting in the late 70's. While Army recruiting in Fr79 suffered one of
the poorest years in both quantity and qualityX since the end of the draft,
the high quality of FY82 and FY83 Army recruits with no loss in quantity is
unpracedented. Army personnael policy planners need to know who thaese recruits
are and why they decided to enlist. This knowlaedge should facilitate efforts
to capitalize on the current surge in high quality applicants. Four specific
requasts were included in the general research requirement given ARI in 1982
for the collection of information useful to policy makers in the management of
the success of current recruiting efforts:

o Detarmine who is enlisting in the Army and why.
o Who are the Category I-Illa's, where deo they coma from?

o Conduct attitude survey to determine why recent raecruits joined
and their propensity to remain in the service.

o What recruiting practices/advertising are proving the most
succassful and why?

The 1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering the Army was designed in raesponse
to this raesearch requiremant. Threa surveys uarae administered in this effort
and arae collectivaely referred to as the 1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering
the Army or as the 1982 DA Survey. Tha Original Form of thae 1982 DA Survey was
genaral in nature and was administared to new servicemembers in all Army
components. Form 2 was specifically tailored for active duty service membars,
while Form ¢ was directad to members of the Army Resurves and the Army National
Guard. These three surveys, The 1982 DA Survey of l’ei sonnel Entering the Army,
The 1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering the Regular Army (Form 2), and The
1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering the Army Reserves or National Guard

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(Form 4), are the first in a series of enlistment decision making surveys being
developad in the Personnel Utilization Technical Area of tha Army Research
Institute for the Behavioral and Social Sciaences.

The data collected in this survey effort have already been used in a
variety of contexts. The staff of tha US Army Recruiting Command (USAREC) and
the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Paersonnel (ODCSPER) have used
spacific data for internal planning and in responses to inquires from Congraess.
Specific content areas of thae survaeys have already been addraessed in ARI
working papers:

The effects of Army raecruiting initiativas on armad sarvices'
recruiting. PUTA WP83-1,

Racognition of Army advertising thames by Regular Army recruits
in 1982. PUTA WP83-4.

ARI researchers are continuing to use the data to address specific research

questions, e.g. prediction of first term attrition based on enlistmant
mo* ivation,

This report and a companion Volume 2 serve as an averview of the non
prior service (NPS) raegular (Active) Army results from the 1982 DA Survey of
Parsonnel Entering the Army. This report pre=cnts the responsaes to each
quastian in the survaeys by gender, educatio~, ethnic group, AFQT, and 1982 high
school education status. Volume 2 reports breakdouns of each question by age at
contracting, USAREC Regions, rural/urban background, term of enlistment, and
enlistmaent incentive (Army College Fund, Cash Bonus, Both, Naeither). Companion
volumes for USAR non prior saervice respondents are also availabla.

The saecond chapter of this report is intended as an overviaw of the 1982
DA Survay. It summarizes the survey and describes the NPS Raegular Army
samplas. The third chapter describes the development of the demographic
variubles and explains the table layouts. Responses to the Original Form of

the survey arae tabled in chapter 4, whila chapter 5 contains tables for Form 2
of the survey.

These reports are intended to furthaer familiarize Army manpowar
policymakers and researchers with the content of the survey data bases. As
raeference books these reports should serve to provide recent information on who
is enlisting in the Army as well as why thay state that they are enlisting. It
is intended that thesa reports will stimulate interest in detailed analyses of
spaecific policy concaerns.
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THE 1982 DA SURVEY OF PERSONNEL ENTERING THE ARMY

Technical aspects of the 1982 DA Survey effort are documented in a User's
Manual and Codebook (Elig, 1983) which summarizes the survey design, sampling
procedures, provides general technical information about the questionnaires,
and describes the data base in detail. While basic information from the User's
Manual is summarized baelow, readers of this report are refarred to that Manual
for technical details on the survey design and data handling.

2urvey Davelopmgnt

The structure of the 1982 DA Survey is partially based on the 1979 DoD
Survey of Personnael Entering Military Service (Doering, Grissmer, & Morsea,
1980a, 1980b). Questions were saelaected from the 1979 DoD Survey, and as
appropriate modified, to fit the purposes of the 1982 DA Survey. In taking
this approach two major advantages were gained. First of all, by using
previously tested items we avoided the naccessity of a long developmaental
effort to insure items appropriate for the subject population. The other major
advantage nf this approach was that it insured the availability of a
cross-seci:ional comparison group in the Regular Army recruite surveyed in 1979,

A major source of supplemental information was planned for the 1982 DA
Survey. Individual survey responses can be matchaed by SSAN to computerized
accession records in the MEPS Reporting System (MRS). Thus survey responses
can be segmented by variables such as AFQT, length of the enlistment contract,
and enlistment/aeducational bonuses received.

The Original Form questionnaire was quickly developed and implemented in
order to provide as much information as possible in as short a time as
possible. Because of vary obvious and apparent differences in the recruiting
environment since tha last collection of information from racruits in the 1979
DoD Survey, updated information was needed in short order on the climate of
1982. Refinemants were made in the questionnaires atter meeting immediate Army
personnel policy planners needs with the Original Form. Differences between
the Original and Revised (Forms 2 and 4) questionnaires resulted from a
daecision to broaden the information base and refine items based on experience
with the Original Form.

Survey Content

All Forms of the 1982 DA Survey were designed to collect information about
enlistment motivation and personal background. All Forms were similarly
structured and loosely followed the organization of the 1979 DoD Survaey. Table
1 summarizes the information contained in the 1982 DA Survey by substantive
content area. This table does not list every item in the 1982 DA Survaey.
However, every content area is listed and the table indicates which of the
three forms contains the items. Content areas in the 1979 DoD Survey and in
tha MRS are also included for conveniaence when they overlap with 1982 DA Survey
content areas. Content areas in the 1979 DoD Survey and in the MRS that do not
overlap with the 1982 DA Survey are not listed in this table. (Seae MEPCOM Reg

Complete listings of items in the 1982 DA Survey appear in several forms in the
Survey User's Manual (Elig, 1983). Each question in the Original Form and Form
2 surveys is also reprinted in this volume.

It should be noted in Table 1 that questions concerning enlistment
motivation are included in both the OGriginal and the Revised Forms, It should
also be noted that the Revisec Forms address different groups of recruits with
somewhat different cuestions. The remainder of this report is concerned
primarily with Regular Army recruits surveyed by the Origina! Form and by Form
2. Companion reference reports on Army Reserve recruits surveyed with the
Original Form and with Form 4 are in preparation.

Survey Proceduraes angd Sample
Administration arnd Sampling

The 1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering the Army was administered to
racruits in group sattings during initial entry procassing in U. 5. Army
Reception Stations. The Original Form was administered during the weeks of 3-7
May. 24-28 May, and 14-18 June to Army recruits processing for initial entry
training in the Regular Army, U. S. Army Reserves, or Army National Guard.

Form 2 was administered during the weeks of 12-16 July and 2-6 August to
Regular Army recruits.

For tha first survey period, 3-7 May 1982, all recruits processing through
five of thae seven US Army Reception Stations were surveyed. Because of a
conflicting mobilization exercise, the other two stations were not availabla
until the end of May. Recruits processing through all seven stations were
surveyed during the other 4 weeks of the survey effort.

The population to be sampled with the 1982 DA Survey of Personnel Entering
the Army was 1982 non prior service (NPS) accessions in the Regular Army, Army
Reserves, and Army National Guard. To reduce administrative burden on the
Raception Stations, the survey was given to all personnel processing through
the Stations for initial entry training. This directive for blanket
administration was also intended to reduce the possibility of unwitting sample
biasing by survey administrators untrained in sampling tteory and design.
However, the possibility of sample biasing did arise at the Ft. Jackson
Reception Station. This station requested and received permission to sample
recruit compan®=2s rather than survey everyone being processed at the station.
This exception was granted because the large number of recruits processed by
the Ft. Jackson Station during the summer requires extremely tight scheduling
of recruit and station personnel time. Station personnel were instructed to
survey by recruit processing company and to favor infantry recruit processing
companies in the selection process. At this time the rasult of this sampling

strategy appears to be a slight oversampling of infantry recruits; this
question will be addressed at length in a later publication.

%‘Eﬁ Our samples contain 3,281 and 3,037 Regular Army Non Prior Service
e recruits completing useable Original Form and Form 2 Surveys, respectively.
:2§} Matching MRS records have been found for 96.6% of the Original Form RA sample

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. and 98.6% of the Form 2 sample. Thus, we have a very large data base even for
analyses using MRS derived variables (n = 3180 for Original Form and n = 2995
for Form 2).

The sample sizes, our success in matching cases with MRS records, and the
relatively low rate of nonresponse are all positive signs that the 1982 DA
Survey effort has succeeded in capturing useful data about attitudes and
motives that influence enlistment decision making. However, there are several
aspects of the survey procedures that must be considered when interpreting the
results. The usefulness of this data base lies much more in representing
segments of the market rather than in a representation of all FY82 Army
enlistments.

Data Inconsistencies and Case Deletion. Survey processing and data base

construction is discussed in detail in the Survey User's Manual (Elig, 1983).
As discussed in this manuval a few cases have been removed who appéar from MRS

Seasgnal Variation. The survey sampling covers only the second half of FY82. :
The impact of regular seasonal variation or other shifts ir motivational :
pattarns during the course of the year would seem to preclude a straightforward By
generalization of survey results to all of 1982. The possibility of seasonal E
bias is attenuated somewhat for Regular Army samples by the fact that we are '
dealing with accession rather than contract data. Regular Army recruits who N
are included in our survey signed enlistment contracts at various times of the N
year under the Delayed Entry Program (DEP). As can be seen in Table 2, over "
half of the sample contracted for enlistment at least four monthes prior to :
accessioning. i
Sample Population. The DEP has made enlistment decision making a complex >
process of multiple decision points. For people who enlist in the DEP, &
enlistmaent decision making involves at least a decision to sign a contract and g
a decision to fulfill the contract and access. Our respondents were asked to 2
report reasons for enlistment based on memory. The reasons given by our 5
respondents for contracting are probably confounded with their reasons for ;

accessing.

Thus the results of our samples of accessions from the second half of FY82
are best interpreted as indicative of the relative strength of motivations for
enlistment in FY82 rather than as definitive of actual percentages of FY82
accessions motivated in certain ways. The major strength of this survey is in
defining the motives of specific market segments. For example, this survey can
be used to study the characteristics of recruits motivated by a desire to fund
a college education. The timing of this survey is particularly good for the
comparison of the motives of recruits recently graduated from high school with
the motives of other recruits. This comparison is of particular importance for
the Army Recruiting Command's efforts to penetrate the high school market.

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HOW TO USE THIS VOLUME

This report and a companion Volume 2 serve as an overview of the non
prior service (NPS) regular (Active) Army results from the 1982 DA Survey of
Personncl Entering the Army. This report presents the responses to each
question in the surveys by gender, education, ethnic group, AFQT, and 1982 high
school education status. Volume 2 reports breakdowns of each question by age
at contracting, USAREC Regions, rural/urban background, term of enlistment, and
enlistment incentive (Army College Fund, Cash Bonus, Both, Neither). Responses
to the Original Form of the survey are tabled in chapter 4, while chapter 5
contains tables for Form 2 of the survey. These tables are intended to further
familiarize Army manpower policymakers and researchers with the content of the
survey data bases. As reference books these reports should serve to provide
recent information on who is enlisting in the Army as well as why they state
that they are enlisting. It is intended that these reports will stimulate
interest in detailed analyses of specific policy concerns.

Ihe Iables

Each survey question is reproduced at the top of the left hand page; on
that same page survey responses by gender and education are tabled. On the
facing page responses are tabled by ethnic group, AFQT, and 1982 high school
status. In most cases the response categories in the lables are represented by
codes that match the responses in the question. Please note that the AFQT
breakdown is not of all recruits; rather the breakdown of responses by AFQT
includes only male high school diploma graduates (and/or postsecondary collega -
experience). Tables of 1982 high school status contains only respondents with
a high school diploma (and/or college experience). The only other restriction
on the sample is that the respondents in all tables are NPS Regular (Active)
Army accessions according to MRS records.

Appendix A presents the MRS codes (and for one variable, survey codes)
used to assign demographic values for this report. Note that GED's are not
distinguished from other NHSG's since there werae only 11 GED holders in the
Original survey Form (OF) sample and 14 GED holders in the revised Form 2
sample. All respondents coded in the MRS as being Hispanic are included in our
Hispanic sample and are not included in the White, Black, or Other categories.
High school status in 1982 is intended to distinguish between the two prime
recruiting markets of high school seniors and high school graduates. The
category of 1982 HSDG's is intended to identify recruits who contracted as
seniors and then shipped after high school graduation. Recruits in this
category are compared to HS5DG's (with or without postsecondary educatiopn) who
were not in school fulltime during the 1981-1982 school year and thus
contracted after high school graduation.
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Appendicies B and € serve as indexes for both this volume and Volume 2.
Appendix B lists each item in the Original Form of the survey and
cross-references it td similar items in Form 2 and Form %. Appendix C lists
Form 2 items with cross-references to the Original Form and Form 4. Page
numbers for both RA volumes are given for Original Form and Form 2 items in
these appendices. These appendices also list page numbers for Form 4 items in
the USAR volumes (in preparation).
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Statistical Interpretation

The chi square test is printed for each table. A significant chi square
indicates that the response pattern cannot be explained just by knowing how
many respondents are in each category and how many of all respondents marked
each response. A nonsignificant chi square indicates that the categories of
respondents probably do not differ on the question. Because of the very large
number of tables being looked at, statistical significance for this set of
§- tables should probably be set at the .001 probability level. That is, chi
& squares With probability levels equal to or less than .LJyt should be taken ag
strongly indicating that the question responses do differ between the
categoriaes of recruits. At this probability level there is only 1 chance in a
thousand that the chi square would bte significant jusc by chance. If a
probability level of .05 were used however, it would be likely that 50 of 1000
chi squares would be significant just by chance. While for a .0t level, it is
likely that 10 of 1000 chi squares would be significant by chance. A good
rule of thumb is that if the probability level is no larger than .01,
preferably .001 or lower, and the responses fall into a meaningfull pattern,
then it is likely that there is a real difference in the way the categories of
recruits responded to the item.
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For 2 x 2 tables (2 rows and 2 columns) Yates corrected chi square is
also printed.
