Buoys are set to mark project depths taking into consid- 
eration the prevailing river sage and obstruction.   Buoy positions as 

shown on the chart are approximate. 

Buoys should always be given as wide a berth in passing as possible 
consistent with the length and width of vessel or tow and the width of 
the bend or crossing. 

Bouys should always be ksed with caution.   They may be carried off 
position by high water, accumulation of drift, ice, or sunk by collision 
or other causes.   When c-ried off position, destroyed, or removed to 
prevent loss, buoys are'replaced at the earliest opportunity.
