INTRODUCTION

USING THE DIRECTORY:

The Directory has two tables of contents and three indexes to assist the
reader.

The first table of contents is a summary table providing the section
headings only. This offers a brief overview of the contents. The second
table of contents contains all major headings and, as such, provides the basic
structure of military and military-related agencies of the Central Eurasian
States. This should provide a guide for the reader who wishes to examine a
given organization. ‘

The three indexes are Roman alphabetical listings of the last names of the
individuals cited. Index Number I covers individuals cited in the press since
August of 1991. 1Index number II covers individuals for whom citations have
not been entered in the directory since August of 1991. It should be noted
that this distinction is not definitive. Many of the individuals for whom no
nev citations have been entered in the directory since August of 1991 may
still hold the posts referred to. Index number III lists senior officers
implicated in or removed from office following the August 1991 coup d’etat.

CONTENTS:

This directory grew out of previous JPRS Directories of the USSR Ministry
of Defense. As such it is in transition, just as are the agencies to which it
refers. CIS Agencies are listed first, followed by listings for each of the
states and other entities which derived from the former Soviet Union.
Autonomous entities such as Crimea or Dnestr are listed under the States in
which they are located.

During the Summer of 1992 much of the new CIS Combined Staff structure was
made known. It is to be much smaller than the old Soviet General Staff.
Apparently, the majority of directorates and other organizations subordinate
to the old USSR General Staff have been taken over by the Russian Ministry of
Defense. Similarly, the Russian Federation and Ukraine are rapidly generating

their own Armed Forces and staff structures. Therefore, the Directory
contains inaccuracies fostered by the rapid pace of change and the continued
survival of some but not all former Soviet defense agencies. Agencies have
been created, changed and dissolved within a short period of time. The reader
should take particular note of the dates indicated in the source citations.

The structure and hierarchical order of the military agencies provided in
this directory, are based on: 1) the position titles listed for officers in
Central Eurasian media sources, unless otherwise indicated.

Vhere errors in translation from the Russian (or other language) have
crept into English usage, and despite longstanding acceptance among Western
readers, the Directory tries to translate terms as close to the proper
original definition as possible. Thus "voyska" is rendered as "troops"
throughout and the translation of "Raketnyye Voyska Strategicheskogo
Naznacheniya" as "Strategic Rocket Forces", has been abandoned in favor of
"Strategic Missile Troops", "Ground Forces" in favor of "Ground Troops", etc.

In-so-far as possible the Directory is organized on the basis of
"administrative" rather than "operational" subordination. For example, troops
of a military district are in fact administratively subordinate to that
district. However, if the same troops were deployed for operational purposes
they would come under the "operational subordination" of a combat command.

The Directory does not provide a complete listing of all personnel or
organizations’ structures.

If known, the next higher organization in a given hierarchy is listed to
the right of the organization name, and is placed in square brackets, i.e.

[...].

In order to preserve the integrity of the spelling of names, the Russian
soft sign is indicated by the use of an apostrophe. The Russian hard sign is
indicated by the use of double quotation marks. However, where the original
source is in a language other than Russian, the spelling of the name may very
from the standard Russian transliteration.

Honors and awards have been excluded from both individual and
organizational titles.

Capitalization is adjusted to standard English style.

Vhere ever possible, each entry provides a source and date in which the
officer was FIRST NOTED in a given position, and the MOST RECENT source and
date observed to have mentioned the officer. Where a date precedes a source,
as in: "(27 Jul 90 in KVS 15/90 pp 46-62.) the date is that on which the
journal was signed to press.

Comments by the Editor are placed in square brackets, e.g. [...].

Armed Forces.

2. It is to be laid down that the activities of the Black Sea Fleet are
financed out of the Russian Federation budget.

The Russian Federation Government is to provide for measures to ensure the
social protection of Black Sea Fleet personnel.

3. The Russian Federation Foreign Ministry together with the Russian
Federation Defense Ministry is to begin talks with Ukraine without delay with
a view to determining conditions for basing ships and vessels of the Black Sea
Fleet in Ukrainian ports and transferring some of them to the Ukrainian armed
forces.

The historic Russian Andreyevskiy £flag and pennants are to be flown on
Black Sea Fleet ships and other vessels.

4, Black Sea Fleet ships are to perform combat service in strict
accordance with the orders of the commander in chief of the CIS Joint Armed
Forces.
