[Text]  A letter of appeal to the South Korean peasants:  South Korean peasants, 
in the midst of the furious gale of creating the speed of the 1980's which is 
spreading everywhere in the nation and of the cheering drumbeats of celebrating 
the great bumper crops, we have held the Seventh Congress of the Union of the 
Agricultural Working People of Korea [UAWPK] in Pyongyang—the capital of the 
revolution. The congress reviewed with pride the laudable achievements that 
have been won in the implementation of the rural theses during the past 10 
years under the wise leadership of the great leader Comrade Kim Il-song and 
the glorious KWP, discussed the militant tasks to brilliantly accomplish the 
great program of the socialist rural construction that the respected and be- 
loved leader has put forth, and had a serious discussion of the agricultural 
working people's noble task to achieve the independent and peaceful reunifica- 
tion of the fatherland at an early date.

South Korean peasants, in the past 10 years—during which Chuche Korea, famous 
as the new world of the working people, has amazed the world with great crea- 
tions and changes—dazzling upsurges and changes have been brought about in our 
rural communities. 

Under the magnificent banner of the rural theses that the great leader was 
worked out, the three revolutions of ideology, technology and culture have 
been vigorously carried out. As a result, miracles of the century have been 
created in agricultural production and an depochal change has been made in 
the farmers' ideology and spirit. 

Our irrigation work was completed a long time ago. Thus, we have attained 
great bumper crops every year, no matter how severe the floods and droughts, 
and electrification, which has far surpassed the level of the advanced coun- 
tries, has brought our rural communities to an even higher peak of civiliza- 
tion. 

The new era of the mechanization of farm work, in which all farm work from 
plowing to harvesting and thrashing is done by machines, and the new era of 
the chemicalization of farm work, in which agricultural chemicals do what 
used to be done by man, have been ushered in. As a result, our farmers, who 
have been liberated from exploitation and oppression, are now being freed even 
from difficult and hard labor. 

And, how proud we are of the Chuche farming method, the unique farming method 
of our era created by the respected and beloved leader. 

Precisely thanks to the scientific Chuche farming method, every year, we have 
raised the drumbeats of great bumper crops, overcoming all unfavorable weather 
conditions. And, when others were suffering standstill and reduction in grain 
production, we have set new records of grain production every year. 

In nature-remaking work, too, great changes have been brought about.  The cul- 
tivated lands have been ceaselessly expanded thanks to the work of tideland 
reclamation and new land development and the construction of terraced fields 
and more man-made lakes.  Farmlands have become even more fertile and the map 
of the fatherland has been ceaselessly changed. 

Along with all these great creations and changes, our rural communities have 
turned into a beautiful and happy paradise on earth and farmers are able to 
enjoy endless happiness. 

Our farmers, who have become the masters of the lands and the country and had 
forgotten about taxes and tax-in-kind long ago, are all enjoying an equal 



opportunity to work and learn and to enjoy good health and longevity, and are 
taking pleasure in rewarding and happy lives. 

Nevertheless, we do not want to be complacent with the changes and happy lives 
that have been brought about. We are moving forward to attain even greater 
targets for the even brighter future. 

When the four major nature-remaking projects—the 300,000 chongbo tideland 
reclamation, the 200,000 chongbo new land development, the construction of 
the Nampo lockgate and the construction of the Kaechon power plant—have been 
completed, vast (?new arable lands) will be added to the fatherland, the 
northern half of the republic will become a rice country producing 15 million 
tons of grains, and the land of the fatherland will become more beautiful. 

In the 5,000-year-long history of the fatherland, never have our rural com- 
munities experienced such great changes as have been brought about in the 
northern half of the republic today, never have our farmers enjoyed such 
happy lives, and never has our nation achieved such growth and prosperity. 

How nice it would be if the south could have experienced such creations, 
changes, pride and happiness as are embroidering the most glorious chapter of 
the history of our nation. 

However, the present South Korean situation is directly opposed to that of 
the northern half of the republic. 

In the midst of the trials caused by the subjugation and domination of the 
foreign force, the dignity of the nation is being trampled under foot and the 
people are suffering miserable lives and misfortunes and deprivation of the 
basic political rights and the right to exist. 

It is you, the South Korean peasants, who are suffering most from the lack 
of rights and are in the most miserable situation. 

By blood and sweat, you create the most precious wealth of the human condition. 
Still, you are unable to become the masters of the lands and the country. As 
the lowest class of society, you are suffering the worst exploitation and 
oppression and maltreatment, are starving the most. 

In this society where everything is upside down, agriculture is moving backward 
and being devastated more and more with each passing day. 

The farmlands are continuing to be reduced by some 10,000 chongbo every year 
and, because of the industrial pollutants and the poisonous agricultural 
chemicals, more and more farmland are becoming sterile. At the same time, 
because of the lack of afforestation, every year brings more floods and 
droughts, claiming countless lives and doing great damage to farming. 

You know better than anyone that, in South Korea this year, too, drought made 
it impossible to irrigate scores of chongbos of paddy fields that nothing could 
be harvested from them. 



What is worse, surplus U.S. agricultural products, which have been haphazardly 
imported, have further accelerated the bankruptcy of the South Korean rural 
economy. 

When we see a consider that the land of South Korea, famous a granary, is 
importing about 800 tons of grain every year, it is easy to understand how 
much the South Korean rural villages have been ruined.  [Sentence as received] 

How mercilessly the exploitation and plunder imposed on you who shed tears of 
blood because of the poor harvest visiting you every year no matter how des- 
perately you farm throughout the year, landowners deprive you of more than 
half of your grain under the pretext of rent for tenancy. Furthermore, the 
grain you reaped is fleeced in the name of unnumerable taxes and to pay for 
usurious loans. Moreover, the grain is plundered at a low price, 50 or 60 
percent less than production cost, under the pretext of a purchase price. 

Because of agricultural bankruptcy and severe exploitation and plunder, you 
have suffered from immesurably miserable calamities and hardships; otherwise 
nearly 5 million peasants over the past 10 years and about 800,000 peasants 
this past year would neither have left their home villages nor begun wandering 
from place to place. 

There are other instances. How many peasants have been deprived of their lovely 
sons and daughters as someone's farm servants for their debt? How many 
families, who were not able to maintain their lives despite the fact they sold 
their blood or their sisters, have committed suicide by sharing poison, cursing 
the hateful society? 

Today's South Korean rural villages are becoming a region where agriculture is 
completely bankrupted, where murderous exploitation and plunder is exhibited, 
and are becoming a most miserable living hell. 

Who on earth has plunged the South Korean rural villages into a chasm of ruins? 
No other than the U.S. imperialists. 

Occupying South Korea with armed force and turning it into a complete colony, 
the U.S. imperialists have imposed unprecedented tragedy and disaster on our 
fellow countrymen, while subordinating all sectors, including the political, 
military, economic and cultural sectors, only to the road of meeting their 
aggressive wild desires. 

To turn South Korea into their permanent colony and into a military base for 
aggression, the U.S. imperialists have not only exercised the most tyrannical, 
wicked fascist rule in the land of South Korea, heinously blocking the reunifi- 
cation of our fatherland, but also have mobilized all human and material re- 
sources in South Korea to preparations for war. 

South Korean agriculture is facing bankruptcy and collapse and the peasants 
are suffering from an extreme economic plight. This is the result of the U.S. 
imperialists' policies for converting South Korea into a colonial, military 
base. 



It is the U.S. imperialist brigands who have deprived you of the fertile paddy 
and dried fields on which you have maintained your lives, and have constructed 
military airbases, roads and bases on them.  It is also the U.S. imperialist 
aggressors who have used national funds which were to have been spent in cul- 
tivating (? fields) to build reservoirs and construct embankments in prepara- 
tion for war and who have emptied your poor pockets through the coercive levy 
of a defense tax. 

Because of this criminal policy of war by the U.S. imperialists in South Korea 
today, a deplorable situation has been created in which numerous youths in 
rural villages have been forcibly taken to the puppet army and forced to become 
bulwarks for the United States and in which even women and the aged have been 
forcibly organized into military organizations to receive military training 
even in busy farming seasons. 

With the aim of endlessly imposing such disgrace, sufferings and colonial 
bondage upon you, the U.S. imperialists have brutally suppressed the South 
Korean people's movement for independence, democracy and reunification whenever 
it becomes intensified. 

The brutal suppression and massacre of the compatriots in South Korea who, right 
after liberation in 1945, rose up in the struggle against the U.S. military 
administration and for national independence and sovereignty, the 16 May mili- 
tary coup in the 1960's, the fabrication of the fascist Yusin system in the 
1970's vividly expose the sanguinary traces of crimes committed by the U.S. 
imperialists to maintain the cursed colonial rule in South Korea. 

But, the U.S. imperialists' shameful criminal acts against our nation have not 
ended with this. Not being satisfied with having forced the Korean people to 
endure the tragedy of national division for almost 40 years, the rascals have 
today gone so far as to perpetrate the intolerable criminal act of dividing 
our nation into two parts forever by fabricating the two Koreas policy. 

Furthermore, the U.S. imperialists have made South Korea a nuclear base for 
aggression and a war powderkeg and have continuously aggravated tension in our 
country. Thus, they have frantically run wild to drive the land of our be- 
loved fatherland into the disasters of destruction and massacre again. 

The U.S. imperialists are the very ringleaders who have imposed a most miserable 
life on the South Korean farmers and people. As long as the rascals hold on to 
South Korea, you will not be able to escape today's disgrace, disaster and mis- 
fortune and all the nation will not be able to live peacefully. 

South Korean farmers; today the world is advancing along the road of indepen- 
dence. At a time when all countries and peoples of the world are vigorously 
advancing along the road of independence, why'should only our compatriots in 
the South be forced to endure the disgraceful fate of brooking the subjugation 
and rule of the U.S. imperialists? 

The great leader Comrade Kim Il-song has taught: The South Korean people 
should obstinately struggle against the U.S. forces' occupation of South Korea, 



to drive them out of South Korea and to liquidate the U.S. imperialists' 
colonial rule in South Korea. Driving out of South Korea the U.S. imperialist 
aggressors, the implacable enemy, who have occupied South Korea for almost 40 
years, while acting as the colonial rulers there, and who have hindered the 
country's reunification, is the most urgent and important task for national 
salvation that you face today. 

Only by driving the U.S. imperialists out of our sacred fatherland can a new 
era of independence, sovereignty and democracy that you have long desired 
arrive and the door of national reunification that the entire nation has so 
desired be opened. 

Deeply aware of this lofty sense of national obligation and the urgent demands 
of the times, the South Korean youths, students and people have recently 
lifted high the flames of anti-U.S. struggle for independence. The South 
Korean farmers who love the country and the nation>and who desire independence, 
democracy and national reunification sould resolutely join this lofty anti-U.S. 
struggle. 

You should gallantly struggle to drive the aggressive forces of the U.S. 
imperialists out of the land of the South, to end the U.S. imperialists' 
colonial rule and to achieve independence. 

Loudly shout the battle cry of "yankee, go home" wherever you go.  Resolutely 
struggle to smash the U.S. imperialists' schemes for fabricating two Koreas. 
Struggle to regain your farmland which has been plundered by the U.S. imper- 
ialists for use as military bases.  Do not give the rascals even an inch of 
land any more. 

Sternly oppose and reject the forcible conscription into the puppet army and 
military training.  Refuse to pay the defense tax. 

The struggle to overthrow the nation-selling, treacherous Chon Tu-hwang 
military fascist clique is part of the struggle to end the U.S. imperialists' 
colonial rule. 

Tratiro Chon Tu-hwan is a tyranical and miscreant fascist maniac who, as a 
sordid stooge for the U.S. imperialists colonial rule, brutally suppresses 
the just, patriotic struggle of the compatriots in the south.  And, what is 
more, he is a truculent human butcher and traitor of the nation who committed 
even a large-scale massacre against the compatriots, in Kwangju. 

How many compatriots have shed blood and tears whenever this nation-seller—who, 
as a stooge of the U.S. imperialists has been running wild to suppress and 
plunder the South Korean peasants and people, maintain his masters' colonial 
rule and carry out his policy of war and division—takes criminal steps. 

Wage a strenuous struggle to overthrow the Chon Tu-hwan military fascist regime 
and to establish a patriotic, democratic regime; 



Deal a hard blow to traitor Chon Tu-hwan, the truculent nation-seller and 
fascist cutthroat, and eradicate all fascist evil laws and suppress organiza- 
tions ; 

Stubbornly struggle for freedom of the press, publication, assembly and demon- 
stration and for freedom of political activities of all political parties and 
organizations; 

Fight for the formation of a peasants' organization which truly protects and 
represents the interests of the peasants, and for freedom for its activities; 

Resolutely struggle for the unconditional, immediate release of all political 
prisoners who have been illegally arrested and imprisoned, including the par- 
ticipants in the struggles in the Kwangju uprising and the arson of the U.S. 
cultural center in Pusan. ■ .:. 

You who cultivate fields ought to be the masters of bread and to enjoy all 
material wealth. 

Struggle, calling for the enforcement of a true democratic land reform in 
which the peasants can possess the land. 

Determinedly fight to permanently abolish the feudalistic exploiting systems, 
including the tenant farming system, to reject all kinds of extraordinary 
taxes and exploitation by government power. 

All struggles to drive the U.S. imperialists out of South Korea and bury 
fascism are linked with the independent and peaceful reunification of the 
fatherland. 

If you, the South Korean peasants and people, unanimously rise up in the 
anti-U.S. and anti-fascist resistance, the U.S. imperialists and their stooges 
can no longer be sustained in South Korea and a bright prospect will be un- 
folded before the road to reunification. 

We, the Korean people, have before us the proposal for founding the Democratic 
Confederal Republic of Koryo [DCRK], the most reasonable and realistic one for 
the country's independent and peaceful reunification.

*VRPR' ON TRANSFER OF KIM TAE-CHUNG TO HOSPITAL

[Dialogue between unidentified announcer and station commentator Kim, from 
program "Focus on Topics"] 

[Text]  [Announcer] How are you? As was reported, at the 16 December press 
conference, Minister of Culture and Public Information Yi Chin-hui announced 
that action had been taken to transfer democratic figure Mr Kim Tae-chung, 
who had been detained, to a hospital for medical treatment. 

In this connection, people are denouncing this action as such a political 
farce such as Pak Chong-hui played to mock the people on liberation day, 
Christmas or with the approach of the year-end and New Year seasons. 

In this hour, we will discuss with our station commentator Mr Kim the back- 
ground and purposes of the transfer of Mr Kim Tae-chung to the hospital. 

How are you, Mr Kim? 

[Kim] How are you? 

[Announcer] Minister of Culture and Public Information Yi Chin-hui held a 
press conference on 16 December and issued a talk on the transfer of Mr Kim 
Tae-chung to the hospital. Reviewing the contents of the talk, the action 
seems to be farce. 

[Kim]  Briefly reviewing the talk, one major point is that the authorities 
will transfer Mr Kim Tae-chung from a prison cell in Chongju to the Seoul 
National University Hospital for medical treatment; the other is that, taking 
into consideration the wishes of Mr Kim Tae-chung and his family, they will 
allow him to go [to] the United States for medical treatment. 

In this regard, by mobilizing the government-patronized opposition parties 
and press organs as well as the ruling party, the Chong Tu-hwan ring is nosily 
propagandizing as if the action were the best act of leniency and humanitarian 
consideration. 

People, however, are raising their voices denouncing this action as such petty 
guile as a child can play. 



[Announcer]  I think their voices are natural.  I do think the voices denounc- 
ing the action are ordinary. 

[Kim] That is right. As for Mr Kim Tae-chung, he is a democratic personage 
who has fought for the democratization of society and the reunification of 
the fatherland. Everyone knows that he is innocent. 

This notwithstanding, the Chon Tu-hwan group sentenced Mr Kim Tae-chung to 
death on the groundless charges of violating the national security law and 
martial law. While reducing the death sentence to life imprisonment and then 
life imprisonment to a 20-year prison term, the Chon Tu-hwan group has tried 
to remove him. 

The act of transferring him to the hospital, indeed, is cunning trickery. For 
this reason, people are denouncing this action, sneering at it. 

A certain Mr Choe, whose political activities are banned, in Songdong District, 
Seoul, said: This action is a duplication of the deceitful politics to which 
Pak Chong-hui used to cling and is a version of the double-faced paroles with 
which Chon Tu-hwan has played since seizing power. This action is nothing 
but a trick to pull the wool over the people's eyes and to somewhat improve 
the devil-like image of the Chon Tu-hwan group. 

A certain Mr Pak, a lawyer, in Chongno District, Seoul, said: The action of 
transferring Mr Kim Tae-chung to [the] hospital is rediculous. What are they, 
who have detained the innocent person, talking about in referring to leniency? 

A certain Mr Kim, a student of Seoul National University, said: We have been 
deceived not a couple of times by Chon Tu-hwan's insidious maneuvers. The 
action is a joint farce played by South Korea and the United States.  In other 
words, the action is a farce played by Chon Tu-hwan in accordance with the 
script written by the United States. 

[Announcer]  In connection with the transfer of Mr Kim Tae-chong to the 
hospital, what we should discuss is why Chon Tu-hwan could not avoid taking 
such an action. This question is about the background of the action. 

[Kim]  In short, the question is linked to the serious situation facing the 
Chon Tu-hwan group and to its isolation at home and abroad. 

As you well know, the anti-U.S. and anti-Chon Tu-hwan spirit is daily growing 
among the masses of all walks of life across the country. An outcry demanding 
the withdrawal of the United States and the overthrow of Chon Tu-hwan is un- 
precedentedly and vigorously bursting forth.  Furthermore, anti-U.S. and anti- 
government demonstrations are incessant.  In addition, the economy is bankrupt 
and the people's livelihood face difficulties. The crises facing the Chon 
Tu-hwan group are very serious. 

In the international arena, the Chon Tu-hwan ring is reduced to the poor status 
of a group of international orphans.  Chon Tu-hwan is said to be an internation- 
al murderer.

Since the plot to punish Mr Kim Tae-chong was mapped out, voices demanding his 
release have risen at home and abroad. Our masses have vehemently denounced 
the Chon Tu-hwan ring for committing various kinds of corruption and irregu- 
larities, including the Chang Yong-cha scandal, the case of importing U.S. 
rice, the case of importing canned salmon, the case of (? sihwa) fund, the 
case of smuggling narcotics and the Uiryong firing spree. 

This has led the Chon Tu-hwan group to an inextricable predicament.  I view 
Chon Tu-hwan's act of transferring Mr Kim Tae-chung to the hospital as a 
political farce to extricate himself from isolation at home and abroad. 

[Announcer]  I see.  It is self-evident why the Chon Tu-hwan group took the 
action. 

[Kim] Yes.  It is crystal clear what purposes the Chon Tu-hwan group sought 
through the action.  I can say that the action, in a word, is a deceitful 
tactic to extricate the Chon Tu-hwan group itself from isolation at home and 
abroad.  In other words, the act was aimed at pacifying the anti-U.S. and 
anti-Chon Tu-hwan struggle growing among the patriotic masses of all walks of 
life, at somewhat improving its sordid image as a fascist tyrant and murderer, 
at dazzling the people into believing that the incumbent regime is adhering to 
an appeasement policy, at seeking the security of power by extricating the 
Chon Tu-hwan ring itself from isolation by misguiding international public 
opinion. 

[Announcer]  It is not accidental that world public opinion is exposing the 
action as a preliminary move aimed at the 1986 Asian games, the 1988 Seoul 
Olympiad and the scheme, pushed ahead at U.S. instigation, to hold a so-called 
conference of the leaders of Pacific rim countries. 

I can say that the act is a political plot of the Chon Tu-hwan group to take 
advantage of Mr Kim Tae-chong politically. 

I also view the act of transferring Mr Kim Tae-chung to the hospital as a 
farce masterminded by the United States. 

[Kim] That is true. The action was not taken on Chon Tu-hwan's independent 
decision. It is easy to understand that the U.S. pulled the strings for the 
act. 

As for the Reagan regime, as the last year-off election showed, it has been 
plunged into serious isolation at home and abroad. 

The Reagan regime has supported the South Korean fascist dictator regime and 
has suppressed our people's struggle for independence and democratic reunifi- 
cation, always looking on the struggle as a thorn in its flesh. 

The aggressive policy of the present Reagan regime towards Korea is being 
harshly denounced not only by the U.S. people but also by the South Korean 
people and the world's peace-loving masses.  I think that the ever-intensify- 
ing anti-U.S., anti-Chon Tu-hwan struggle fully reflects our masses' anti-U.S., 
anti-chon Tu-hwan sentiments and the trend of the times.

As part of its maneuvers to escape the whirlpool of ever-intensifying anti- 
U.S. sentiments and anti-U.S. struggle in South Korea, the united States has 
had to take the step of staging a farce of transferring Mr Kim Tae-chung to a 
hospital. By doing so, the United States is scheming to avert internal and 
external denunciation of its South Koean war-oriented policy of aggression and 
to give the impression that Chon Tu-hwan is marching forward toward democrati- 
zation in order for the United States to cope, at any cost, with the shakiness 
of its colonial rule. 

[Announcer] Yes. We can also say that the recent measure is the product of 
the U.S. policy toward South Korea. We can say, it is clear that the recent 
measure is a measure by the United States and the Chon Tu-hwan ring to cheat 
people for various purposes and is a tactic aimed at winning popularity in order 
to improve their image. 

[Kim] Absolutely.  The Chon Tu-hwan ring is trying to win the favor of our 
masses through such a ruse. However, this is a great miscalculation.  I think, 
that the Chon Tu-hwan ring, instead of transferring Mr Kim Tae-chung to a 
hospital, should unconditionally and completely release and reinstate him and 
guarantee his freedom of political activity. 

I also think that the detainees involved in the Kim Tae-chung case and all 
conscientious offenders should be released unconditionally and immediately. 

[Announcer]  I think that Chon had better show all the world the whole picture 
of the Kim Tae-chung case, apologize to the people and step down from power 
without delay. 

Thank you for your remarks. 

[Kim]  Thank you.

Citizen Inonga Lokongo L'Ome, state commissioner for transport and communica- 
tions, and the delegation discussed projects which could aid Zaire's transport 
infrastructure.  For the Zairian Shipping Company, this involves transforming 
two of its ships into container ships; for railroads, the restoration of the 
Ilebo-Lubumbashi line, acquisition of 300 railroad cars, the construction 
of the Ilebo-Kinshasa Railroad, the electrification of the Kinshasa-Matadi line, 
and the construction of the Matadi-Banana railroad link in preparation for the 
construction of the Banana deep-water port.  According to Mr Lee Chung-soo, 
all these projects are technically achievable by the South Korean transport 
industry; however, it remains to find financing either from lenders or from 
the South Korea Government.
