U.S. PAPER ON DIPLOMATIC MOVES IN NORTH

[Text] Washington, 4 May (YONHAP)—As North Korean leader Kim Il-song pre- 
pares for his first trip to Moscow in 17 years, Chinese Communist Party Gen- 
eral Secretary Hu Yaobang left for Pyongyang Thursday apparently to shore up 
Kim's commitment to Korean peace talks, THE WASHINGTON POST reported Friday 
quoting diplomats in Beijing. 

In a Beijing-datelined story, the paper said Hu's visit fits into a larger 
diplomatic mosaic in which China and the United States have joined efforts 
to defuse tensions on the divided Korean peninsula. The cooperative venture 
reportedly was strengthened during President Ronald Reagan's meetings with 
Chinese leaders last week, it said. 

Indicating that U.S. Secretary of State George P. Shultz went to Seoul follow- 
ing Reagan's China visit, the paper quoted diplomats as saying that Hu's 
visit to Pyongyang underlines Beijing's pivotal role in pacifying the region 
and comes at a critical juncture, with Kim heading for the Soviet Union later 
this month. 

"Kim, the mercurial communist leader who has deftly played Moscow against 
Beijing for decades, acceded under Chinese pressure last January to propose 
tripartite reunification talks with Seoul and Washington," according to the 

paper. 

Although Seoul has rejected the offer, the paper reported, Beijing considers 
Kim's peaceful overture a healthy sign and fears that his Moscow visit will 
result in new Soviet military assistance, refueling his goal to conquer:.the 
South. 

"Hu, in his week-long visit, is expected to press Kim to relinquish the mili- 
tary option in favor of peaceful negotiations aimed at forming a confederation 
with Seoul's capitalist government," the paper said. 

China, which backed North Korea in the Korean War, fears that a new conflict 
would force it to take up arms again and interrupt its concerted drive to 
modernize, according to the paper. 



Despite a pledge to back North Korea if it is invaded, Beijing began intensi- 
fying efforts to get peace talks started after Pyongyang was implicated in 
October's bombing in Rangoon, Burma. 

Kim has gone along with China's peace bid, but he is said to be unhappy 
with veiled Chinese criticism of the Rangoon incident, the paper observed. 

Kim is believed to view his upcoming Moscow journey as an opportunity to 
regain diplomatic leverage over Beijing, which fears strong influence over 
its strategically important northeastern neighbor. Kim is expected to seek 
large amounts of Soviet economic and military assistance, as well as Moscow's 
blessing for Kim's son, Chong-il, 42 to succeed him as ruler. 

"The last time Beijing pursued unofficial contacts with Seoul, in 1981, 
Kim suddenly turned to the Kremlin for military aid, intimidating the Chinese 
into breaking all ties with South Korea and offering more assistance to 
Pyongyang,"according to the paper. 

Citing recent Chinese contacts in sports with South Korea, the paper again 
quoted Western diplomats as saying that China views South Korea as a vibrant 
economic force with great potential as a customer for Chinese coal and other 
energy resources.  Beijing also hopes its gestures toward South Korea will 
encourage the United States to open unofficial relations with the North, 
they were further quoted as saying. 

The paper said Beijing has urged Kim to open Pyongyang's door to the West, 
as China has done, to help modernize the nation. At the same time, normal- 
ized ties with Washington could only help reunify Korea, according to Chinese 
thinking, the paper reported. In Beijing's view, Seoul's economy is booming 
at such a rate that it will be able to modernize its military much faster 
than will Pyongyang, giving it a military advantage by the end of the decade. 

That prospect leaves Kim a choice of striking militarily now, turning to Mos- 
cow for massive military assistance at the expense of opening North Korea 
to Soviet military bases, or pursuing a strategy of peaceful negotiations 
and easing relations with the West, the paper observed. 

China, which chose the last course for itself in approaching the Taiwan 
reunification question, recommends the same for its old ally, the paper con- 
cluded .

PARTIES AGREE TO HOLD THREE ASSEMBLY PANELS

[Text] Floor leaders of three major political parties agreed yesterday to 
convene the National Assembly Commerce-Industry Committee tomorrow and two 
other panels next week. 

The two are the Construction Committee, which will meet Monday, and the For- 
eign Affairs Committee which is to meet Thursday. 

The Commerce-Industry Committee will discuss problems facing small-and medium- 
sized companies. Lawmakers are expected also to question the government on 
American protectionism against Korean color TV sets. 

The construction panel will deal with the government's housing policy, parti- 
cularly the current method of putting newly built apartments up for public 
sale. The scheme, under which new flats are virtually auctioned, has been 
under heavy fire for allegedly having contributed to rising prices of homes 
in big cities. 

The Foreign Affairs Committee will review recent developments in treatment 
of the Korean question, including the recent visit to China by U.S. Presi- 
dent Ronald Reagan and a trip to North Korea by Chinese Communist Party 
General Secretary Hu Yaobang. 

The floor leaders also agreed to hold a meeting of the Agriculture-Fisheries 
Committee soon, but decided to set the date later. 

The agro-fisheries panel would be asked to work out solutions for farmers 
faced with increasing debts and falling prices for pigs and cattle. 

During the meeting, floor leaders of the opposition Democratic Korea and 
National parties also sought to convene separate meetings of three other 
committees—Defense, Home Affairs and Education-Information. The request, 
however, was rejected by Yi Chong-chan, floor leader of the ruling Democratic 
Justice Party.

After the meeting, Yi told reporters that the floor leaders will meet again 
late next week to discuss further the convening of the three panels. 

Im Chong-ki of the main opposition Democratic Korea Party said the defense 
panel should deal with the annual defense ministers' conference of Korea and 
the United States in Seoul. 

The education-information and home affairs panels should deal with campus 
problems and the increase in juvenile crime, respectively, Im said.

HOUSING, FARM PROBLEMS--Two parliamentary committees will be in session next 
week to debate the scarcity of housing in urban areas and farm problems. 
Floor leaders of three major political parties got together Thursday night 
and agreed to convene two meetings of the construction and agriculture- 
fisheries committees next week. The agro-fisheries panel will handle prob- 
lems facing farmers including their debts which have risen sharply in re- 
cent years and prices of pigs and cattle which are on the downturn. Accord- 
ing to Yi Chong-chan, floor leader of the ruling Democratic Justice Party, 
the construction committee will concentrate on the current method of putting 
newly built apartments up for public sale.  The scheme, under which new flats 
are virtually auctioned, has been under heavy fire for having allegedly con- 
tributed to rising prices of collective homes in large cities, particularly 
Seoul.  Rep Yim Chong-ki, floor leader of the main opposition Democratic 
Korea Party, joined Rep Kim Chong-ha to call for convocation of other panels, 
foreign affairs, home affairs, information and commerce.  Kim is floor 
leader of the opposition Korean National Party. The proposal, however, /was 
rejected by the ruling camp, said Yim. On the stalled interparty negotia- 
tions on how to revise theNational Assembly Election Law, the DJP floor lead- 
er suggested that the talks be resumed after Pope John Paul II leaves Korea 
Monday.

[Editorial:  "Better Care for Children"] 

[Text] It is only proper that a day is set aside during this verdant and 
vibrant month of May to honor children as we reaffirm our devotion to the 
cause of their full development and well-being. This is of vital importance 
because the character of the younger generation will determine the future 
of the nation and the world. 

The designation of Children's Day on May 5 as a public holiday by the govern- 
ment years ago enhanced public awareness of the dignity and value of child- 
ren as future citizens and leaders of our society. 

The official holiday promotes the status of the younger generation and 
strengthens family ties between parents and their children, thus laying the 
ground work for moral and social revitalization. 

Traditionally our children and women have been relegated to obscure and un- 
favorable positions in the family as well as society. Many serious hind- 
rances, institutional as well as psychological, prevented their full matura- 
tion as citizens. 

Fortunately, however, the pioneers of Koreans modernization were progressive 
enough to designate a spring day to honor our children. 

Three decades ago a group of enlightened Korean scholars, musicians, artists 
and dramatists got together to organize an association of intellectuals and 
social workers concerned with the sound upbringing of Korean children, who 
were suffering from colonial subjugation and social backwardness. 

Under the leadership of Pang Chong-hwan, the Saektonghoe Society led the 
campaign to establish Children's Day in Korea.  It is remarkable that these 
pioneers anticipated many other nations and all international organizations 
to declare a special day to honor the world's children. 

Children's Day focuses our attention on the problem of Korea's disinte- 
grating family system, spreading juvenile delinquency and disoriented ele- 
mentary and secondary education systems. The hasty and haphazard liberalization 
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of school life, as exemplified by the abolition of school uniforms and proper 
hairstyles, seems to have added a negative element to the disciplining of 
our youth. 

Primary school classrooms are overcrowded and in short supply.. Teaching 
aids at schools are inadquate and teachers are overworked. Community play= 
grounds are too few and are poorly stocked with recreational equipment. 

Unwanted babies are born and abandoned while adequate nurseries and orphan- 
ages are scarce. Handicapped and retarded children have few institutions 
at which they can receive proper rehabilitation. Young people's obsession 
for video games and professional spectator sports are wasting too much of 
their free time. 

The exploding entertainment industry has left many of our children hedonis- 
tic and spoiled. Television programs, cartoons and comic books of inferior 
quality have adversely affected our younger generation. A recent survey 
rated 83 percent of available comic books unsuitable for young minds. 

Korea's youngsters and their parents are beset with these and a host of the 
hazards to the mental health of our most precious asset—children, Children's 
Day is a reminder to adults to take better care of our successors and pro- 
vide the best possible education for them. 

May is crowded with dates related to family and educational affairs: Child- 
ren's Day on May 5, Parents' Day on May 8, and Teachers' Day on May 15. 
These dates offere meaningful opportunities for renewing our concern for 
the healthy/development of Korea's youth.

Visits Taegu

[Text] Taegu, Korea, 5 May (YONHAP)--Taegu, South Korea's third largest 
city and the site of one of the country's three archdioceses was in a festive 
mood when Pope John Paul II arrived here Saturday morning on the third day 
of his five-day pastoral visit to Korea. 

Upon his arrival at an air base, the Polish born pontiff knelt down to kiss 
the ground in a gesture of benediction. 

The first Roman Catholic Pope ever to visit South Korea was met at the air- 
port by Taegu Archbishop John Sye and other Catholic priests and nuns, 
government officials, including Taegu City Mayor Yi Sang-hui. Women in tradi- 
tional costumes, men in suits, citizens and children with papal flags and 
national flags also welcomed the pope. 

The pope's third day in Korea coincided with children's day, a national holi- 
day which falls on May 5. 

The pope Friday offered a message of love on the occasion of children's 
day. He said, "I, John Paul II, as the representative of Jesus, as bishop 
of Rome, offer my love to every boy and girl in Korea to each and every one 
without any distinction...." 

The paper visit to Korea was timed to highlight the bicentennial of Korea's 
Catholic Church which has rapidly grown in the past two decades—from about 
190,000 to 1.7 million. 

After a brief welcoming ceremony at the airport, the bullet-proof "popemobile" 
headed for the 50,000-seat Taegu citizens' stadium to hold an open-air mass 
and ordain 38 deacons from all Korean dioceses to the priesthood. The largest 
number, 11, were from Seoul and one was from the Franciscan order. 

Welcomed by a farmers dancing troupe and 50,000 Catholics waving white and 
yellow colored cloth, the symbol of the Vatican flag, the pontiff made a round 
of the stadium before sitting down on a chair by the altar. 
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After expresstng his sincere gratitude for the pope's visit to the Taegu 
Archdiocese, Taegu archbishop introduced young attendants to the pope calling 
them "servants who will carry the love of Christ." 

Saturday has been officially named the "day of sharing." 

After the mass, Pak Yong-mi, 23, a youth representative, read a welcoming 
address in English. The pontiff was also presented with a watermelon and 
apple, the symbols of the city, by a high school girl, wine by a married 
couple and other gifts. 

Situated on a plateau, 300 kilometers southeast of Seoul, Taegu is located 
in North Kyongsang Province. 

The Taegu archdiocese has 166,414 Catholics of whom women account for 60 
percent. The number also represents 9.72 percent of the total Catholics in 
South Korea which has a population of 40 million. 

In Taegu, there is one archbishop, one bishop, three monsignors and 161 
priests—142 Koreans and 18 foreigners—and 84 monks, inlcuding six foreign- 
ers, and 593 nuns, inlcuding 12 foreign sisters. 

Blesses Children

[Text] Taegu, Korea, 5 May (YONHAP)—Pope John Paul II blessed sore thai 
1,500 Catholic children at a cathedral on the way to the Bishop John Sye's 
house from the citizens' stadium where he ordained 38 Korean deacons before 
an estimated 55,000 Catholics on the third day of his five-day pastoral visit 
to Korea Saturday. 

The children clad in the traditional Korean costume, "hanbok," welcomed 
the pontiff, who turns 64 in a few days, waving the paper and Korean national 
flags. 

The pope placed his hands on the heads of the children who packed either side 
of the 20-meter path from the church's gate to the cathedral. He also had a 
brief conversation with them before he entered the cathedral. 

More than 10,000 Catholics and lay people also welcomed the pope near the 
cathedral. 

May 5, Saturday, is the children's day holiday in this country. 

The pontiff then proceeded to the bishop's house of the Taegu archdiocese. 
He rested and ate lunch there with Apostolic Pro-nuncio Francesco Monterisi,: 
Cardinal Stephen Kim Sou-hwan, and five Taegu provincial bishops. 
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After the lunch, the pope left for the southern port city of Pusan on board 
a helicopter to meet with an estimated 300,000 workers, farmers and fishermen 
at the city's Su Yong airport. 

The Pusan diocese, established inl957 by Pope Pius XII, now has 165,200 
Catholics, 58 parishes, 99 priests, 524 members of religious communities 
and 89 seminarians. The Most Rev Gabriel Lee is the bishop of Pusan. 

Meets With Clergy

[Text]  Seoul, 5 May (YONHAP)—Pope John Paul II Saturday called upon South 
Korean Catholic clergy and religious to "show Jesus to your people" and to

university here, the Roman Catholic leader said, "This is the Jesus whom you 
represent, the eternal Son of the Father who became incarnate in the womb of 
the Virgin Mary and who wishes to be visible in you." 

Quoting a sentence from the [book of] Matthew that says, "Blessed are those 
who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is the kingdom of 
heaven," the pontiff said that the truth of the beatitudes is manifested 
in the "heroic witness of the Korean martyrs." 

"The truth of the beatitudes is also manifested in the priesthood and reli- 
gious life, for these are a particular incarnation of the beatitufces," the 
pope said. 

He also said one of the greatest joys of coming to Korea is "that I am able, 
here in your land, to canonize your martyrs," and added that among them are 
priests, including "your first Korean priest, Father Andrew Kim Tae-kon." 

Stressing that priestly holiness means being like Christ and doing the 
Father's will, the pope said, "You are called to 'live by faith in the Son 
of God' and to love the Word of God." "This Word of God moves you to 
praise God's name with joyful hearts and to obey his commands and counsels." 

He expressed gratitude to God for the many vocations to the priesthood and 
religious life which have characterized the Korean church in recent years. 

"I encourage you to pray for more vocations, and to try Continuously to 
foster them among the people whom you serve. Ask the Korean martyrs to 
intercede for this special intention, which is so important for the future 
of the church."

'Popgun' Fired at Pope

brandished what one witness described as a "popgun" and fired shots at Pope 
John PauU.II who was traveling in his bulletproof vehicle in downtown Seoul 
on his way to a local cathedral. 

The attempt on the pontiff's life occurred at 8:12 a.m. Sunday (23:12 GMT 
Saturday) on a major boulevard near the cathedral. 

No details on the gunman were immediately known. 

YONHAP NEWS AGENCY's city reporter, Cho Son-hui, who witnessed the scene, 
said that the attacker, clad in a blue jacket, leaped out from the crowd and 
fired what appeared to be a revolver at the pontiff while the pope's bullet- 
proof "popemobile" was passing by a corner leading to the cathedral. 
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About twenty security service men with the pope surrounded the pontiff while 
others overpowered the young man and disarmed him. 

The gun was identified as a popgun, which does no harm to the human body, 
even if actually fired. 

The pontiff looked somewhat surprised, face reddened, the moment the young 
man fired his gun.  Soon the pontiff's face returned to normal. Once again, 
he waved his hands to well-wishers before entering the cathedral. 

Security service men and Korean policemen searched the nearby area but found 
no substantial clue into the shooting. 

Korean police are interrogating the man. 

Further on Attack Incident

[Text]  Seoul, 6 May (YONHAP)—The gun used in the seeming attempt on Pope 
John Paul's life early Sunday morning was a plastic toy pistol, police authori- 
ties investigating the incident said. 

According to a YONHAP reporter, who was at the scene when the incident oc- 
curred, the assailant, identified as Yi Son-kyu, 22, pretended to take a photo 
and dashed from behind the crowd welcoming the pope as the pontiff was pass- 
ing by and fired the toy gun. 

The assailant then dropped his toy pistol to the ground as security personnel 
who were escorting the pope tackled him. 

Shortly before being arrested by the security agenst, the assailant held 
both hands up in a sign of exuberance. 

Pope John Paul II and Cardinal Stephen Kim Su-hwan looked back from the 
bulletproof "popemobile" to see what happened, but soon turned their faces to 
the front and smiled. 

The pope was traveling to downtown Seoul's Myongdong Cathedral where he was 
to say a mass, the first official event of his fourth*: day in Korea, "the day 
of witness." 

A Foreign Ministry spokesman said "no shots" were fired, but police officials 
said the man fired a "popgun" shortly before the pope's motorcade passed by 
en route to the cathedral. 

The police said the man fired the feoy weapon and was seized immediately 
after security guards fired their own weapons into the crowd.

[Text]  Seoul, May 7 (YONHAP)—Winding up his five-day visit to South Korea, 
PopeiJohn Paul II left here Monday for Papau New Guinea, the second stop

Islands and Thailand. 

While in Korea, the pontiff succeeded in spreading a message of peace and 
reconciliation by preaching the gospel at several scheduled events through- 
out the country. Pope John Paul II is the first Roman Catholic Pontiff to 
have visited South Korea. 

Upon arriving at Seoul's Kirapo International Airport May 3, the pontiff be- 
gan a cramped schedule of activities to commemorate the bicentennial of 
Korean Catholic Church. The pope celebrated several open-air masses that 
attracted hundreds of thousands of people and met with the nation's leading 
figures from Various walks of life. 

Enthusiastic crowds greeted the pope wherever he visited chanting "viva papa" 
and "long live the pope." While traveling by motorcade from the airport to 
a martyrs shrine here through idowntown Seoul, an estimated 1.5 million citi- 
zens lined the streets to welcome the pope. 

The pontiff had an hour-long meeting late Thursday with South Korean President 
Chon Tu-hwan in which the two expressed hope that tension on the Korean pen- 
insula would be eased through an early resumption of dialogue between South 
and North Korea to realize peaceful reunification of the divided land. 

On May 4, the second day of his Korean visit, dubbed "the day of reconcilia- 
tion," the pope celebrated an open-air mass at the nation's southern provin- 
cial capital of Kwangju and baptized and confirmed 72 new converts, with some 
70,000 people in attendance. 

He then visited a leper colony on the island of Sorokdo off the nation's 
southwestern coast, and later met in Seoul with foreign envoys accredited to 
Korea. The pope called for "sincere dialogue and mutual collaboration" for 
a more just order in the world. 

The pontiff started his third day Saturday, "the day of sharing," with two 
more open-air masses in the nation's second and third largest cities of Pusan 
and Taegu for youths and workers.  Later in the day, he separately met with 
South Korean clergy and religious and with leading cultural personalities. 

The pontiff's Korean visit culminated in the celebration of a mammoth mass 
at Seoul's Yoido Plaza Sunday morning. 

A crowd of more than one million people gathered at the plaza to attend the 
papal mass that commemorated the introduction of the Roman Catholic faith 
into Korea 200 years ago. The pope canonized 93 Korean and 10 French martyrs 
who sacrificed their introducing the religion during the mass. 

The pope, saying Lhe mass mostly in English, often speaking in Korea, French 
and Latin, demonstrated the Vatican's solidarity with the Korean church. 
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After meeting with the leaders of the nation's traditional religions and 
Protestant groups, the pope attended a special event, titled a "meeting with 
young people," a program one Catholic official said the pontiff considered 
the "most meaningful" of the 19 official events scheduled. 

The pope urged the young people at Changchung gymnasium "to struggle against 
defeatism" and to "fight the good fight of the faith." He told his young 
audience to "let the world know that we have chosen the path of truth, 
goodness and compassion, honesty and love, pardon and reconciliation because 
of our faith in Jesus Christ." 

During his stay here, the pope delighted and sometimes shocked people. 

A few minutes before the pope arrived in Taegu Saturday, rainbows appeared 
around the sun twice, to which the crowds shouted in unison "miracle, miracle." 

On Sunday morning, a 23-year-old Korean man attempted to shoot a plastic 
toy pistol at the "popemobile" as it made its way to Myongdong Cathedral 
where the pope was to say mass. 

South Korean police apprehended the man, indentified as Yi Chun-kyun, and 
took him to a nearby police station for questioning. Yi's father told police 
laten that his son suffers from a mental disorder. 

Before leaving Kimpo International Airport Monday morning, the pope said 
that the nation should "remember with profound regret" those in the North who 
could not share in his visit, those "waiting in pain the expectation to be 
reunited as one happy family." 

The pope then boarded his specially fitted Alitalia DC-10 and left for 
Papua New Guinea on the second leg of his 10-day trip to Asia and the Pacific.

Dear Comrade President Kim Il-song, 

First, on behalf of our party and on my own behalf I want to thank you very 
much for your kind invitation to your country. 

We in the Danish Social Democratic Party think it very important that there 
are very good contacts and understanding between us and that we have possi- 
bilities to exchange our views. I'll also tell you that we have been very 
glad when you and your party have sent several delegations including party 
delegations to Denmark, with which I have very often had contacts. 

The Democratic People's Republic of Korea and the Kingdom of Denmark are 
very far away from each other, first of all, geographically, but also our 
culture, our history and our political system are very different but just. 
Therefore, we in my party think that we need to have this good contact and 
cooperation. 

I know very well that your history has been very tormenting. First of all, 
your party and your country have suffered much from the war directly. We 
know very well that your wonderful city of Pyongyang today was destroyed by 
more than 400,000 bombs during the war. Therefore, it is very difficult for 
me to understand how you have been able to rebuild your city as we see today. 
Yesterday I and my wife saw some of your city and I Was very much impressed 
by your achievements. 

We also understand that you President Kim Il-song has been the outstanding 
leader of a very long, hard-fought struggle for the independence of your 
country. 
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I understand that your people want to be free from any domination of big 
countries. One of the big tasks before the Korean people is to promote 
the reunification of Korea.  I understand very well that one people want 
to live in one country; so I absolutely support your struggle in favour of 
this goal. 

I really hope that it is possible for you to reach this justified goal with 
peaceful and democratic means through a realistic negotiation between the 
North and the South of Korea in a way acceptable to the entire Korean people. 

I know how much you President Kim Il-song have worked with all your devotion 
for the independence of this wonderful country and the happiness of your peo- 
ple. 

I have had some experiences in the same direction. During the Second World 
War Denmark was occupied from 1940 to 1945 by the German troops and we fought 
against the occupation forces. I think our struggle was a hard one. But I 
am sure we can't compare with all the tormented events as you and your coun- 
try have experienced. 

Today, your country, the DPRK has turned into a developed country from a 
very poor country which was under the occuaption of the imperialist forces 
in the past. 

Now yours is an independent country where your people lead a very good and 
healthy life. Your productivity in both industry and agriculture is very 
high. This development is very fantastic. 

I'll also say that it is wonderful to see your happy people: All your people 
have jobs, all of them like to work and look glad and satisfied. The child- 
ren and school pupils in blue and white uniforms are optimistic, and this 
young generation is the hope and future of your country. 

You have built your society in a quite other way than we have done in Den- 
mark. You have reached many of your goals fantastically fast. This is pos- 
sible because you President Kim Il-song have shown your people the way to 
follow and your people stay behind their leader and also because your peo- 
ple really wanted to build their country wonderfully again. 

Your people have worked enormously. I am really impressed by it. The will- 
ingness and discipline of your people are on a very high level. 

We in Denmark began to build up our industry and our democracy from 1849. 
Since this year we had political democracy in our country. At the beginning 
our women had no right to vote. Now I can say that we not only have demo- 
cracy for a long time but also used it. 

We are a monarchy and our queen is the highest representative for our coun- 
try. But it is also absolutely true when I say it is the people, the parlia- 
ment and the government that make all the political decisions. Therefore, 
I think I am right when I say that we are very near to what we think, that 
is a real democracy.

We have built up a society where we, through the trade union and the Social 
Democratic Party, have a strong influence on the development of our society, 

I think our social welfare state has reached a very high degree of social 
security and theworkers on the working place have developed influence and 
right to cooperation about the common problems in the production. 

Our party, the Social Democratic Party, led the country for many years. 

Sometimes for a short period there were liberal governments or conservative 
governments but the Social Democratic Party came back to power again. The 
parliamentarian democracy can, in many aspects, be a difficult way, to develop 
the country. But nevertheless, we think it is the best way. 

Since 1924, we have had the government, interrupted for a short period. Just 
now we have a coalition government by some conservative and liberal parties. 
Of course we are absolutely not satisfied with that and we fight against 
this government with all democratic means. But also today it is possible to 
stop many of the conservative initiatives as the government wants to promote. 

We in Denmark are not satisifed with the development of the international 
situation. I am thinking both on the economic crisis that has been going 
on the for most of the 10 years. But we also follow the development of 
the security problems very narrowly. We think that all the people have to 
fight very actively to promote all kinds of work in favour of peace. 

We follow very narrowly the technical development in our country. We'-agree 
with our trade union movement that we need to shorten our work hours from 
40 to 35 hours a week. We think it can be right when the state takes over 
some kind of ownership. But in the big part of production, we prefer to find 
a way in the future what we call the economic democracy. It is a way where 
the workers come, in a still higher degree, to be part of ownership. And 
we have worked out a proposal in our parliament and fight for a political 
development of our ownership in this direction in favour of the workers. 

At the same time we are a member of NATO and we want to stay there. But we 
fight against the deployment and development of nuclear weapons. We think 
that the nuclear weapons in the East and the West have to be reduced and 
that the best way, if possible, is that we should have this kind of weapons 
removed away. 

This is a way we can secure the future. 

Dear Comrade President Kim Il-song, once more I want to thank you very much 
for the kind invitation. 

I was very gläd for the talks we had today. I think the talks are very 
useful and open-hearted discussions. I also thank you very much for the 
speech you made tonight at this banquet in high appraisal of our party and 
myself. 
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I want to thank you; very much once more dear President Kim Il->song, your 
party and the Korean people for the warm welcome and kind hospitality. 

I sincerely wish you, dear president, great successes in your work and your 
people still greater progress in the future. 

I want to wish not only your people but also all mankind peace. 

Finally, may I propose a toast to the friendship and cooperation between the 
Workers' Party of Korea and the Danish Social Democratic Party, to the long 
life and good health of dear President Kim Il-song, and to the health of all 
people present here.
