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formulated the principles of chuche and consolidated the

-struggle experience of the masses in order to achieve
chajusong [independence], and perfected every aspect of

[Text] Forty years have passed since the great leader Com-
rade Kim Il-song created the first factory college amid the
relentless cannon fire of the War for Fatherland Liberation.

Wanting to solve more quickly the problem of national
cadres, urgently required in the construction of a new
fatherland after the liberation, the great leader established
one educational system in which people exclusively studied
for a degree and another one in which people studied while
working. He continuously developed it to suit the require-
ments of revolutionary development.
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In particular, the respected and beloved leader estab-
lished colleges where one studies full-time for an aca-
demic degree. He set up a parallel form' of education in
which people studied while working, thereby creating a
new kind of college, the factory college, where one
studied while working amid the flames of that harsh war
to decide the fate of the fatherland and the nation. As
socialism-building became more intensified, he wisely
provided leadership to form new fishing ground colleges
and farm colleges. :

The creation of factory colleges, fishing grounds colleges,
and farm colleges was a historic event that has great
significance for our revolutionary development.

The creation of factory colleges and other programs in
which people study while working was the birth of a
unique new form of higher education, one that enabled
laborers and farmers and other workers engaged in
production activities to become members of the intelli-
gentsia for the first time in history. It was the advent of
the most advanced form of education that intimately
combined education with production, theory with prac-
tice. By providing a work-study higher educational
system, our country’s workers, who had been very sepa-
rated from modern civilization, came to be not only the
masters of state sovereignty, but also masters of science
and culture. Factories, enterprises, farms, and fishing
grounds, which had been previously known only as
production bases, came to be transformed into reliable
cadre-training bases.

The great leader wisely provided the leadership to
strengthen the factory colleges and other work-study
educational programs and to highly demonstrate its
superiority and vitality, and the dear leader comrade
made the plan and intent of the fatherly leader blossom
and provided a golden age for today’s work-study edu-
cational system. ‘ ‘

Thanks to the wise leadership and solicitude of the great
leader and our party, the developmental course of the
work-study educational system has been continuously
strengthened and has truly been embroidered with a
proud history, shining with glory.

Not only the revolutionization and working-classization,
but also the intellectualization of the entire society are
important issues that guarantee the successful building
of socialism and communism.

Only by making people into intellectuals is it possible to
raise them to be communist human beings with high
creative ability and to successfully expedite the building
of socialism and communism based on the strength of
science and technology.

An important task arising from achieving the intellectu-

alization of the entire society is the intellectualization of

laborers, farmers and other workers who toil in the
production sites. Workers do not specialize in scholastic
achievement, but accomplish the revolutionary duties
assigned to them in the socialist construction sites. They
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account for the overwhelming majority of people who
must receive a higher education. Under such conditions,
if we want to intellectualize the entire society, it is proper
that we should put great effort into the intellectualizing
of laborers, farmers and other workers.

The most supeﬁor educational system that makes it

_possible to brilliantly achieve the intellectualization of

the entire society by intellectualizing the workers is the
factory college and other work-study educational pro-
grams, which our party uniquely created.

Comrade Kim Chong-il, member of the Presidium of the
Political Bureau and Secretary of the Central Committee
of the WPK, pointed out as follows:

“The work-study higher education system is the most
superior educational system, which makes it possible to
successfully achieve the intellectualization of the entire
society at the present stage of building socialism.”

The superiority of the factory college and other work-
study educational programs above all lies in the fact that
it can brilliantly achieve the higher education of workers,
who account for the overwhelming majority of all mem-
bers of society.

When we speak of the intellectualization of the entire

society we are referring to advancing the cultural, tech-
nological, and knowledge levels of all members of society
to the level equivalent to a college graduate or of an
intellectual, on the foundation of working-classizing
every member of society, and making them into well
rounded communist human beings. Therefore, in order
to intellectualize the entire society, we must, upon a
foundation of working-classizing all members of society,
cultivate them all as intellectuals possessing high levels
of culture, technology, and knowledge, by giving them all

- a higher education.

What emerges as an important problem in achieving the
intellectualization of the entire society is providing a
higher education to workers, who account for the over-
whelming majority of all members of society.

The basic duty of the factory college and other work-
study educational programs is to provide a higher edu-
cation to the working class and other workers. Conse-
quently, this higher education system makes it possible
to brilliantly achieve the intellectualization of workers,
who account for the overwhelming majority of the mem-
bers of society, by giving them a higher education.

An educational system specializing in only scholastic
accomplishment cannot successfully achieve the intellec-
tualization of the entire society under conditions where
there are workers who were unable to study in the
exploiting society of the past and the scale of the educa-
tional system specializing in scholastic achievement and
educational organs is limited, and under which educa-
tional work and the work of socialism building must be
pushed forward simultaneously. By making it possible
for the working class and all workers to receive higher
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education at the production site—without leaving their
posts of socialist construction—the work-study educa-
tional system brilliantly achieves the goal of giving them
a higher education. Thus, it firmly guarantees the success
of the intellectualization of the entire society.

The superiority of the factory college and other work-
study programs also lies in the fact that they make it
possible to achieve the intellectualization of the entire
society at a high qualitative level by training workers to
be useful personnel in the construction of socialism and
communism.

When we say it makes it possible to achieve qualitatively
the intellectualization of the entire society, we mean
training all members of society as useful revolutionary
personnel required by the socialist and communist
society, and independent and creative communist
human beings. ‘

If we want to train all members of society to be that kind
of human being, then we must advance the proper
educational work that conforms to the basic principles of
socialist pedagogy and can thoroughly ¢émbody it. That is
because the basic principles of socialist pedagogy scien-
tifically stipulate the features and qualities that indepen-
dent and creative communist man must possess and
serve as guiding strictures that accurately explain the
basic direction for their upbringing.

In our country, educational work through the factory
college and other work-study educational programs is
fully in accord with the basic principles of socialist
pedagogy and makes it possible to thoroughly embody
them. Therefore, by training workers through the work-
study educational system to be useful revolutionary
personnel as required by the socialist or communist
society it is possible to achieve the intellectualization of
the entire society at a high qualitative level.

By accepting those workers who have been prepared
politically and ideologically as students and carrying out
chuche thought indoctrination to fit their characteristics,
the factory college and other work-study programs make
it possible to train them all as humans firmly armed with
the revolutionary world-view of chuche, with the thor-
oughgoing revolutionary view of the leader.

Training people to be humans thoroughly armed with
chuche’s revolutionary view of the leader is a decisive
condition for qualitatively achieving the intellectualiza-
tion of the entire society and an important work that will
firmly guarantee its success. Only by training people as
genuine communist human beings is it possible not only
to solve well the problem of the features that working
‘class intellectuals, communist intellectuals must prop-
erly possess—the intrinsic content of the intellectualiza-
tion of the entire society—but also to successfully solve
the problem of what qualities they should possess.

“modern technology.

If people are to become well rounded communist human
beings, in addition to being firmly armed with chuche
thought, they must have profound knowledge of nature
and society. Making sure that profound knowledge of
nature and society and modern technology is closely
combined with revolutionary practice is an important
prerequisite for cultivating people as well-rounded com-
munist human beings and the basis of the establishment

- of a scientific world view. Students who are studying in
-factory colleges and other work-study educational pro-

grams are workers who are engaged in productive labor
and other practical activities, and the majority of the
educational functionaries are capable functionaries who
have studied and provided guidance for many years in
production and technology and business management
and the like at the production sites and in science and
research organs. Consequently, the curriculum studied
by workers in this educational program enables them to
use the knowledge and technology vitally needed in
productive labor and other revolutionary practice.

This kind of educational work in the work-study higher
educational program assuredly lets workers be trained as
useful revolutionary personnel possessing both theory
and practice. This clearly proves that the work-study
higher education program makes it possible to achieve
the intellectualization of the entire society at a high

qualitative level.

Next, the superiority of the factory college and other
work-study educational programs lies in the fact that it
satisfactorily solves various matters necessary for pro-
viding higher education to the entire people.

In order to achieve the intellectualization of the entire
society, we must achieve the higher education of all the
people, and to do that we must make certain that all
members of society are brought into the higher education
system and given a higher education. Therefore, problems
concerning educational functionaries and educational
facilities must be solved, and prerequisites for experi-
mental and practical training also must be guaranteed.

The factory college and other work-study educational
programs make it possible to easily and harmoniously
solve this difficult and massive work. Since almost all of
the work-study educational organs have been set up as
annexes to educational institutions that specialize in
scholarship or to factories, businesses, and agricultural
and fishing sites, problems involving educational func-
tionaries and educational equipment, and facilities for
experiments and practical training can be easily solved.

In addition, the factory college and other work-study
educational programs make it possible to smoothly
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achieve the intellectualization of the workers without
any kind of impact on the manpower problem of socialist
construction, because the students study without leaving
their productive activities and primary jobs.

By closely linking educational work and socialist con-
struction, the factory college and other work-study edu-
cation programs make it possible to successfully accom-
plish both these tasks. In the work-study higher
education system, because educational programs and
educational plans are formulated and implemented so as
to resolve urgent problems in the relevant sectors of
economic construction, from the time students are in
school they do a lot of creative design work and techno-
logical innovations, so they contribute to the country’s
economic construction and are trained as revolutionary
personnel who are able to do a good job of serving
economic construction. Thus, the work-study higher
education system not only lessens the very difficult and
complex work of intellectualizing the workers, but also
makes it possible to successfully carry it out by supple-
menting it.

Indeed, because of its incomparable superiority, the
factory college and other work-study educational pro-
grams firmly guarantee the successful achievement of the
historic cause of intellectualizing the entire society.

Looking back on it, after the liberation, the great leader saw
to it early on that adult education was set up in every corner
of the country for our laborers and farmers who were far
removed from modern civilization and that the work to
eliminate illiteracy was completed within a short period. He
made it possible for workers’ schools, workers’ middle
schools and other work-study elementary and middle school
educational forums to be set up, and he strengthened and
developed their educational work. After the war—during
the period of socialism building—he made it possible to
achiéve the miraculous success of completing elementary
and high school education for the workers. In addition—but
beginning in 1948—when the country’s situation was very
difficult, the great leader set up night schools and correspon-
dence schools, a form of work-study higher education. In the
period of the Fatherland Liberation War, in particular,
sweeping aside obstacle after obstacle, on 15 July 1951, he
established the first factory colleges and continuously
strengthened and developed them. He also set up fisheries
colleges in the 1970’s and farm colleges in the 1980’s, and
enabled the intellectualization of fishery workers and agri-
cultural workers to be vigorously pursued.

The great leader and the dear comrade leader systemat-
ically set up a reeducation system together with a study
network where workers and cadres study regularly and
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make it possible for the entire people to study continu-
ously for their whole lives. Thus, today the work-study
system has been strengthened and developed into the
world’s most perfect and superior educational system,
and its great vitality is demonstrated even more highly
with each passing day.

The factory colleges, fisheries colleges, and farm colleges,
in particular—as the highest form of work-study educa-
tion system and the brilliant bases for carrying out the
intellectualization of laborers, farmers, and other work-
ers—are fully demonstrating their vitality.

and business management.

Today, among the personnel engaged in technical man-
agement and production management in our country’s
important factories and enterprises, there are many
graduates of work-study colleges. At the Hungnam
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Industrial College alone, which is located in the Hun-
gnam Fertilizer Complex, some 2,000 graduates were
turned out in the last period and they have contributed
toward smoothly fulfilling the demand for technical
cadres at the Hungnam Fertilizer Complex as well as
nearby factories and enterprises.

Important factories and enterprises are being reliably
managed and operated by intellectuals who were trained
in factory colleges and other work-study colleges. Many
valuable scientific research successes contributing to
developing the country’s economy—including drawing
up the plans for tractors for use on slopes and the
perfection of a chuche-based iron-manufacturing
method—are being achieved.

In
addition, we must solve a whole range of difficult and
complex problems such as their regional placement, by
rationally guaranteeing their reorganization by scientific
sector, and raising the proportion to natural science and
technical courses to humanities courses.

The work-study higher education system makes it pos-
sible to smoothly solve the entire range of difficult and
complex problems. Factory colleges, fisheries colleges,
and farm colleges make it possible to successfully guar-
antee the large-scale establishment of higher education
institutions by mobilizing the reserves and hidden
potentials possessed by factories, enterprises, and farms.
In addition, colleges should pull together all the neces-
sary S&T sectors corresponding to the latest trends in
S&T development and come out to all the factories,
enterprises, and farming and fishing grounds—which are
rationally located in every section of the country—and
provide higher education to all laborers and farmers
working there. By doing so it will be possible to solve

smoothly problems such as the regional distribution of
higher education institutions, the guarantee of rational
reorganization by scientific sector, and raising the pro-
portion of natural science and technical subjects to
humanities subjects. Therefore, the work-study colleges
will provide a firm guarantee that our country will be
able to carry out the entire range of higher compulsory
education for the intellectualization of the entire society.

Thus, the vitality demonstrated by factory colleges and
the other work-study education programs today is
incomparably huge.

We must expedite and achieve the historic task of
intellectualizing the entire society by further strength-
ening and developing the work-study education system,
which already is fully displaying its superiority and
vitality in practice.
