I 1958 and~l959~thefpeople of our provinece, under the shrewd
leadership of the party's central committee and Corircde Mao Tse-tung,
ecnieved two successive years of big leaps forward, as did 2ll dreas
of the country, and ‘completed the major nissions of the Secénd Five-
Year Plan three yeors ahead of schedule, and allowed our socialist]

.. construction to begin to enter & new stage of high- speed develcpﬂcnt.
During the past two years, the velue of our province's -industrial
and agricultural. output has'tiore than doubled. Because of the great
developnent of industry, ‘especially the leaping developuent of the -
iron and steel industry and the nochine industry, not only was’ the -
basis for our province's industrialization treneadously strengthened
and the face of industry itself altered, but alsd; completely ‘advan-
tageous conditions’ were suppliéed for accelerating our province’'s '
agricultural technical reforris. Hoving gone through two years of thae
big leapﬁforwara'in‘agriculture, our province has ' basically achieved
self-sufficiency in grains; and especially due to the tremendous de~
velopnent of agricultural capital coastruction, our production con-
ditions have been and are being chaihged trerendously. Even nore
irportant isthe fact that people's cormunes have followed a path -
of robust development and have crected extrenely profitoble conditions
for mainteining the big leap Fforward and accelerating technical re~
forns in cgriculture. Our condition at present is'the fine dondition
of the building of socialisii. Under this new situation, &n order to
advance the acceleration of socialist construction ard hasten the
all-round upsurge ‘of the national econony, our urgent mission is to
speed up agricultural development; to strive to change the face of
our province's. agriculture fron scratch, -and to reéalize the beginn-
nings of agricultural nodernization within thrée to five yeors. . This
8 & huge historic nission for our province.

In order basically to chonge the appearance of our province's
agriculture and realize the start of agricultural nodernization with-
in 3-5 yeors, it is necessary to take unswervingly as our basic guid-
ing ideology, the principle of "With agriculture as the base, mutually
conbine the priority development of heavy irdustry with the speedy
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developrient of agriculture". But this guiding ideology, especiclly
about agriculture os the base and accelercting developrent of agricul-
ture, is by no ricens completely uvnderstood in the thinking of the
people; therefore it is entirely necessary to penetrate this thinking.

To pronote industry and agriculture simulteneously, to combine
the priority developrient of heavy industry with the speedy developrient
of agriculture, with agriculturc as the base and under the condition
of giving precedence to the developrnient of heavy industry -- this is
o basic point of the gereral line, & proposal of Conrcde Moo Tse-tung
in summarizing the experiences of our nation's socialist coanstruetion,
an importent developrnient in the political econonics of Marxisn-Ieninisni,
and is the siwoth road for our country's high-speed building of socinl-
iem. Comrede Moo Tse-tung pointed out in his 1955 report "Concerning
‘the question of cgricultural cooperativization" that;" If we can't
basically solve the question of cgricultural cooperativization within
approximately the period of three five-yeor plaus, that is advancing
~ron suell-scele operations using animal-drawn agricultural tools to
ilarge-scale operations using machinery.... then we will not be cble
to golve the contradiction between the year-by-year increase in demond
Tor cormiercial goods, food, and industrial rew naterials and the pres-
ent very. low output of major egricultural products. .Our socialist
industrialization endeavors will then encounter tremendous difficulties,
and we will not be azble to complete the socialist industrielization.'

. Therefore, accelerating the developuent of agriculture is def-
Lnitcly not only & question of agriculture, but certainly also is o
wuestion of solving the acceleration of the developuent of industry.
Morx steted: The agriculturel labor productivity which is in excess
of the workers' individual needs is the foundation of all societies...
This scientific classical theorem of Marx refers not only to class
societies and to capitelist societies; but naturally also includes
the socialist soclety. Politically, the question of the alliance of
industry with egriculture is always a basic question of the entire
revolutionary periocd and of the entire period of building socialisn -
in our country. In the period of building socialdsm, how to handle
our country's econonic problens is directly related to this basic
-gquestion, According to Conrade Mao Tse-tung's guiding thought, we
nust waintain this basic viewpoint of teking agriculture as the base
and developing agriculture at o rapid pace during the entire period
of the building of socialsiri. This is because:

_If agriculture is developed rapidly then the nceds of the
people's livelihood can be soatisfied better and industry can then be
developed freely. Only by simultaneous growth of industry and agri-
culture can the balanced reletionship between: grlculture, light in-
dustry, and heavy industry be muintained exactly



“The high-speed developneént of agriculturé will provide a’
greater supply of varibus kinds of raw metericls for iadustry, will
allow labor to transfer to- 1ndustry, will expand the industrisl nar-
ket and the source of ¢eapital accurmletion, and thereby ensure the
developrient of light and heavy industry, &nlh%aten tL 11 round un»

- 'The high-speed development of agriculture w111 wllow for an
unceasiig solidification of the alliance between industry and agri-
- culture on a new’ “foundation. ' At present, the pevple's corriunes crc
foTlcwing a path of robust develdprient; they will even further hosten
the developnent of agrlvultural production. Moreover, the high- specd
developrient of agrlculture “also will be édvantureous in promoting

" the gradusl transition of ‘people's cormunes from the present syster

which is ba51cwlly prcduction brigades to the cormwune systen, and
further to the systeri of all the people. Gradvally it will comse the
two classes of industrial’ worlkers and peasants to nerge into one.
Therefore, the high-specd devélopnent of agriculturé is not herely

a ‘basic question of national production plenning, but also is a basic
question of solidlflcation of the alllance of 1ndus ry and agriﬂul bure
oun a new FToundation. - '

“Undertaking technlcal reforms in agriculture to graduully modern»
ize agr1culture-~- this is a basic nmission in the building of socialisn
and one of the fost veighty and ambitious nissions for the corpletion
of our country's technical revolution. In accordance with the current
foundation, ‘conditions, ‘end experience of oug province's agricultural
reforms, we should and Certﬂiniy can achieve 'a b&sic'cbangé in the
appearance of ‘our province's" ‘agriculture within 3-5 years, on the I
foundation 6f the initinl change which already exists, and gredually
reslize the beglnnlngs of agricultural nodernization. - The most in~
portant ains in -our demand for a basic change in the appearance of
awrlculture and the realization of the start of “gr1cultural moderd
1zat10n ‘include the following six areas.

Our concrete denonds concerning the solution of the water con-
servetion problen are: Basically to solve the flood problen within
two years, basicelly to solve the problen of heavy rains within three
years, end during the same period, to realize irrigation of agricul-
tural fields and thus ensure ageinst drought and flood the bountiful
harvest of 100 nillion nou of our province. Is this possible? This
is coupletely possible. Beceuse of the foundation of the past severcl
years of irrigation developnent, especially the past two years, our
province's irrigetion construction has advanced by leaps ard bounds,
ond has achieved tremendous cccomplishnents. Because of the recons
struction of the six reservoirs--Keong-han, Huang-pi-chuang, Wang-k'uel,
Hsitta-yong, Heng-shen-ling, and Mu~yun--and of sope nediuwa- and suall-
scale projects, several watercourses which constantly endenger us--
the Hu-t'o River, Sha River, T'ang River, Tz'u River, and the ch'co-pei
River--have already been brought under our control. Inst winter, we
nlso started to reconstruct the reservoirs of Yoebh'eng, Yu-ch'ino,
An-ko~chuang, end Yong-ho, all of which can be put into use this year
to prevent floods. 1In this manner, the Chang River, Su-yun River, -
Chung-i-shui, end Yong River will be put under control. What renoins
to be developed are the Lo River, Chu-ma River, P'en-yang River and
the ninor engineering of other watercourses. After this auturm a
start can be mode on the reconstruction of these several rivers, and
they con be finished next year and in 1962. During the past two years
we have already corpleted so many projects, and controlled so nany
- rivers, our technicel forces have grown so, and our experience has
‘beconie so rich that for these remaining projects, we only need to
continue to apply ourselves to rnike it possible for them to be fin-
igshed in a short period of time. This year we have already begun to
solve the problen of swarping in the erea south-of the capital and
north of Tientsin and in the area south of Tientsin. ©Next year and
the following year the problen will begin to be teckled in other
depressed arees where inundation occurs easily,.ond & network of
rivers will gradually be realized. As for irrigation of agricultural
ficlds, at present over the entire proviunce the agricultural field
irrigation area has reached nore then 70 million nou, and in the next
two or three years we will extend it to nore than one hundred nillion
nou. Therefore it is entirely possible to realize this objective.

. It is possible to realize bhsic nechanization and partial elec-
trlilcation within 3-5 years? We feel this also is entirely possible.
The speedy developrient of heavy industry has already arued agriculture
with beneficial naterial conditions from a technical standpoint. IT
ve only energetically develop the agricultural machinery industry,.
play up irprovenents of tools, steadfostly iuplenent the schene of
prouoting modern and indigenous methods jointly and pronoting nech-
anization and seni-nechanization jointly, we certainly cen basically
achieve agricultural riechanization in three to five years. The iron
and steel needed for the basic realization of agricultural mechaniza-
tion in our province naturally is very great, but because of the results
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of our two years of iron’ and steeJ big leaps forward looklng at the
present production level in our prov%nce) it would be sufficient if
we had about one thlrd of "this antwal production.  If there were ra-
chinery would the communes ‘be ‘@ble to buy it? If they Just dwsplay

a spirit of self-sufficiency, accurdtely control ‘the relatlouship
between savings and expenditures, they will have sufficient capltal
;?to puxchase the ‘machinery which they need. - The people's corrune op-
erated by Wang Kuo=-fan’ already basically reallzed uechwnlzation and
partlal electrlfication, their investnent was prov1ded by two years'
saviags. If'a mountalnous region like the Wang Kho-fau cormune; i
‘whose productlon conditions formerly were certainly tot considered
good,; can’ “quickly realize’ agrlcultural hechanlzatlon, vhy ean't

other reglons and otner couriunes? It also is entirely possible for
then. In order to accelerste the developnont of agricultural mechan-~
"1zatlon, the industriel frént riust greatly assist abr1Culturo and
greater,- fastgr, better, ‘and nore': economically suppiy nodern nachinery
toanm1agrlculture, pecple’s communes should nake Tiner calculatlons,
‘use all riéans to develop production, increase incomes, increase savingg,
an@ grewtly foster technlcal nanpower to neet the arrlval of the up—
surge of agricultural niechanization.

s Is it possible to achleve & production of one plg per one rou
of land within’ 3=5 years? Actually, the best reply has alreedy been
nade. Right now our province already has two hsien (Chgng-tlng, Tlng,
with 28 cofmunes and 1860 production brigades, which have achieved
-one pig per peison, andcmnlh51eu (H31n-lo) with 18 comnunes ‘and 957
productlon brlgades, which has achieved one pig per nou of land. Also

here dre 176 production brigades which have attained two pigs per o
nou, ‘and 27 productlon brigades which have attained- three pigs per -
nou. These severcl hsien coumunes, and brlgades are rodels for cur
developnent of pig productlon, sone are situated on plains,’ some in
mountainous areas, there is nothing spe01al about their conditlopo
Like mauy ‘oreas such as H51n-lo HSlen, where wind blows the sand,
Fan-chia- -ling in ‘Tsun-hua' Hsien was & very poor area in the past andz
was called: "peggar ‘1ing".  But . it has already realized one pig per
rou, 1ncreased ‘the’ quantity of plgs, increased *ertllizer, increased
productlon ‘and the appearance of - productlon has changed greatly The
key' to its -ability to make a eheedy development in pig raising is its
tremendous revolutlonary enthu51asu, correct application of ‘the policy
of communal and prlvate husbandry’ operatlng Jointly with collective
\husbandry the main thene) underteking reforms and technical innovations
in husbandry equipment implementlng ‘mechanization and semi-mechanlza
tion in the pig 1ndustry, &ahd - the ‘correct ‘solution of the problems of
‘feed, disease- preventlon, and pig raising yards.~ The broad mass ol
the cormune members ‘all know the benefits of raising plgs, "dnd now
they also ‘have plenty of experience; if- we just contlnue to work and
conscientiously carry ocut the operatlops, “the targq@ of one pig per
mou will be possible to realize shead of schedule! All places which
are capable of raising plgs should raise many kinds of aninals with
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pigs as the main animal, and especially should give great emphasis

to raising the production of large animals, end upholding the policy

of walking on the two legs of nechanization and large animal produc-

tion. - Naturally, as we raise more pigs, and collect more fertilizer,
we also nust energetically develop preduction of chenical fertilizers
and gradua;ly increase use of chemical fertilizers in order to ensure
a hasty rise in agricultural output. :

Opening up 20 nillion nou of waste 1and and changlng 30 nillion
riou of poor lend into good land within 3-5 years is a weighty nission,
but conditions exist for its realization. If we cen corplete this
nission, just this one, we then can increase production of grain by
12,100,000,000 chln, enough to supply the consucption of 5 or 6 cities
1ike Tientsin. The principal waste lands of our province lie along
the coast and rivers. After reservoirs of the various rivers have
been developed, swamp land will be released. . In the coastal areas
ve already have large-scale agricultural expanses; once the water prob-
len is solved, these waste lands can become excellent paddy fields.

‘he vast waste lands of the embankments of the north part of our prov-
ince also can be openeddup following the developnient of nechanization.
Throughout the province there &are over 30 nillion mou of poor cultivated
land whose yield is wery low; improvenent of .these lands is entirely
nossible The Cheng village of Ning-chin Hsieu salt flat is a recent
mple.» Thls village has over 2000 riou of land of which 1000 nou is
saudv, salty goil and TOO mou is intensely salty. Through two years of
effort, they changed this 1700 mou from poor lend into good lend. - Iaa%
year the productiou of wheat was 280 chin per nou, a five-fold increase
over production before inprovenent. This shows that if we just have
the deternination to improve on nature, the work of soil irporovenent
and weste land reclamation is possible to couplete. To institute
garden type farning and field managenent to bring about a basically
steble and high yield harvest within 3-5 years also is entirely pos-
sible. At present, throughout the province the area already . in garden
type farming and field managenent totals 40 to 50 nillion rm and there
are a few hsien end communes whose entire lend is already under field
nanagement and has attained a garden type level. Naturally & portion
of this is the initial steps and still rust be raised some. Garden
type farming and field nanagement productlon and development broke
down the cultivation custors of small agriculture and guaranteed a
high agricultural production. = We must teke it as an important iten
of the technical revolution and expand it more. An-kuo Hsien strove
for two or three years and has realized garden type farning and field
nanagement over all the land of the hsien; other hsien can do it too.
Following the large developnent of water congervation construction,
following the large developnent of pig raising and fertilizer collect-
ing, following the gradual development of agriculturel nechanization,
the time when all -the cultivated land of the province will realize
garden type farning end field management w1ll not be slow in coning,
but indeed will be very soon. - ,
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By realizing the above five measures, we will have ba51cally

'changed the appearence of ' our province 8 agriculture and ‘we then can

produce’ 500 chin of grain per’ mcu, or’ lOOO ‘chin per person.. Before
this is achieved Waterewill be ‘under our control; it will not be u
able to rampage freely agdin; and drought alsc will be rasically

‘overcome. The burdensoue labor of agriculture will be replaced by -
nachines and. advanced techniques. ‘Iabor productivity will rise

An-kuo Hsien's finenciel
organs developed a magnificent ceampeign of support for agricultural
technical reforms, relying on the party comittee's "Ten help, ten
tackle" nethod of help factory construction by tackling raw nmaterials,
help innovations by teckling the keys, help production by tackling
consurption, help calculations by tackling the systen, help contests
by tackling judging, help subsidiary industries by teckling incone,
help the poor by tackling the plan, help water conservation by tack-
1ing tools, help aninal production by tackling pig reising, help wel-
fare by teckling dining halls, and developed a splendid campaign of
support for agricultural technical reforms. Up to now, already as-
sistance has been given the commune and brigades for new construction
