The adjoining table  shows the present organizational 
structure of the Department of Defense together with 
the numbers of personnel assigned to each organiza- 
tional component. 

In the Department of Defense Reorganization Act of 
I95Ö,  the Secretary of Defense was authorized, when- 
ever he determines it will be advantageous tu the 
Government in terms of effectiveness, economy or 
efficiency, to provide  for the  carrying out of any 
supply or service activity common to more than one 
military department by a single agency or such other 
organizational entities as he deems appropriate. 
This  authority was    pplied to the broad fields of 
communications, intelligence,  supply, and atomic 
energy matbers through the establishment of a Defense 
Communications Agency,  a Defense Intelligence Agency, 
a Defense Supply Agen.„,   and a Defense Atomic Support 
Agency within the Department of Defence  but outside 
of the three military departments.    Many of the per- 
sonnel previously assigned to the military departments 
were transferred to these new agencies.

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CIVILIAN PERSOWMEL - TOTAL 

Most of the civilian personnel of the Department of 
Defense are hired directly by the military departments 
or the Office of the Secretary of Defense and Joint 
Chiefs of Staff Organization as employees of the United 
States Government, and are designated as direct hire 
civilians. Some foreign nationals are employed In this 
manner in overseas areas In addition to U.S. citizens. 

In a few foreign countries, however, substantial 
numbers of foreign nationals supporting military activ- 
ities are technically employees of the host government 
(or an agency of that government) and are assigned to 
work with U.S. Forces under contracts or agreements 
with that government on a reimbursable cost or other 
predetermined basis. These foreign nationals are 
designated as indirect hire civlllanB. 

Both categories of civilian personnel must be counted 
to provide a complete picture of the DOD civilian work 
force. Figures on the number of indirect hire civil- 
ians, however, are unavailable prior to 31 January 1953- 

Defense civilian employment has been reduced by about 
one-third since January 1953« 
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CIVILIAN PERSONWEL BY COUNTRY 

More than 260,000 Department of Defense civilian personnel 
are employed in foreign countries, but only 22,000 of 
these are U.S. citizens. 

The 8,800 U.S. citizens employed in U.S. territories 
include persons who are U.S. citizens by virtue of 
citizenship in a U.S. territory, as well as U.S. 
citizens from the States. 
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CIVILIAN FERaONNEL - DIRECT HIRE    (l) 

There have been vide fluctuations In the number of 
direct hire civilians employed by the Department of 
Defense In the past 2k years. 

Beginning In January 1953* the definition of direct 
hire civilians was revised to Include approximately 
100,000 native Koreans and Ryukyuans who had not been 
Included before that time.    As a result, recent data 
on direct hire civilians are not strictly comparable 
with the older data. 

These data comprise civilians paid from appropriated 
funds.    They exclude civilian employees of military 
nonapproprlated fund agencies such as post exchanges 
and commissaries.

CIVILIAN PERSONNEL - DIRECT HIRE    (2) 

It is frequently useful to distinguish between two 
broad groups of direct hire civilians,  namely,  sala- 
ried personnel and wage board personnel.    The dis- 
tinction is based on method of salary or wage 
determination. 

Salaried personnel consist primarily of employees 
occupying positions subject to the Classiftpation Act 
of 19^9 as amended, plus those few employees whose 
compensation is established by acts other than the 
Classification Act, by executive order or by admin- 
istrative determination. 

Wage board personnel consist of employees whose com- 
pensation is determined by wage boards or similar 
administrative authority serving the same purpose, 
and is adjusted periodically in accordance with local 
prevailing wage rates. 

In general,  salaried personnel comprise technical, 
scientific, administrative, supervisory and clerical 
workers and for this reason are sometimes designated 
"white collar" employees.    Wage board personnel, on 
the other hand, are usually craftsmen, production or 
maintenance workers and. are therefore designated 
"blue collar" employees.

active duty training programs. 

Members of the Standby Reserve can be ordered invol- 
untarily to active duty only as the result of 
Congressional action, and after the Director of 
Selective Service has determined their availability 
for active duty.   They are not required to actively 
participate in reserve training. 

The Retired Reserve consists of members of the reserve 
components who qualify for retirement through length 
of service, disability, etc., and who are formally 
placed on reserve retired lists.

Recently, numbers of active duty reserve officers 
have accepted regular commissions under the provisions 
of the Regular Officer Augmentation Act of 1956. 

Following the Korean War, the number of enlisted reserves 
increased substantially. The source of most of these 
reserve gains was (a) separations from the active forces 
of men with reserve service obligations, and.  (b) the 3-6 
month active duty training programs which permit non-prior 
service men to meet their military service obligation 
through participation In the Ready Reserve programs. The 
number of enlisted reserves has been declining during the 
past three years mainly due to the excess of obligors 
completing their obligated tours over the number of 
obligors entering the reserve.

The other four reserve components 
contain Standby and Retired Reserves which Increased 
In number until about 3 years ago, and declined 
thereafter.

ACTIVE DITTY BASIC TRAINING 

One of the methods for young men to discharge their 
military obligation is to Join a reserve component and 
take a 3-6 month tour of active duty for training. This 
tour is followed by a period of obligatory membership in 
the Ready or Standby Reserve. 

After a slow start this program attracted large numbers 
of recruits who chose this method of fulfilling their 
required military service. 

The officers in the six-month program are ROTC graduates 
who were excess to active force requirements when com- 
missioned, and who, as a result, were not ordered to 
ac'ive duty for two year tours. 
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RESERVE OFFICER TRAINING IN COLI£GES 

The military services rely on ROTC programs In col- 
leges and universities as a source of officer 
procurement. 

The Amy also sponsors military training In some high 
schools and other "Junior" schools. 
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RETIRED MILITARY PERSONWEL 

During the past ten years the number of military 
personnel on the retired payroll has more than 
doubled. 

The sharpest relative increases have occurred in 
temporary disability retirements and in beneficial 
survivor cases.    Nondisablllty retirees, however, 
comprised more then half of total military retirees 
as of 30 June 1962.
