BACKGROUND: By CSAF message, the AFFTC has been directed to continue

Specific
areas of support that will be provided by the AFFTC are contained in the
"Support Agreement between NASA Flight Research Center and Air Force Flight
Test Center for the Joint USAF/NASA XB-70 Flight Research Program' dated

2 June 1967,

SCOPE OF PROJECT: Approximately 80 flight hours in approximately nineteen
flights will be flown in this program. Specific support requirements are
outlined in NASA letters dated 6 April 1967, 19 May 1967 and 24 August 1967,

SCHEDULE: Complete - 30 June 1968

IMPLEMENTATION REQUIRED:

1. The Directorate of Systems Test (FIT) is designated as the responsible
organization in accordance with AFR 80-14/AFFTC SUP 1, and will be responsible
for planning, directing, documenting and coordinating the program. Mr. R.

J. Harer, FTTER, ext 74229 has been designated as the project officer.

2. All other AFFTC organizations will comply with AFR 80-14/AFFTC SUP 1
as pertains to this program.

3. All organizations initiating actions or correspondence involving
funds will obtain Comptroller Division coordination. The program is not
reimbursable except in the following areas:

a. Emergency ambulance and medical services for FRC Contractor personnel.
